Dear Friend:

Thank you for contacting me to express your thoughts on
the nomination of Edwin Meese, III as Attorney General. I
appreciated the opportunity to review your thoughts on this
issue.

As you probably know, the Senate confirmed Mr. Meese's
appointment on February 23 by a vote of 63-31. I voted
against confirmation of Mr. Meese and I appreciate the
opportunity to explain my vote.

Until now I have never voted against a Cabinet
appointee of any President. I believe a President should be
entitled to select the members of his or her Cabinet
--unless it is clear that the nominee cannot perform the job
for which he is designated. Part of this assessment must be
based on whether the nominee is committed to carry out the
laws he or she would be sworn to uphold. The position of
Attorney General, as our nation's chief law enforcement
official, is particularly sensitive.

Even discounting Mr. Meese's guestionable adherence to
our ethics laws, his record on civil rights was sufficient
to convince me that he is totally unsuited to serve as
Attorney General. Mr. Meese played a pivotal role in this
Administration's efforts to gut some of our crucial civil
rights protections: the attempt to abolish, and later to
manipulate the Civil Rights Commission, the Administration's
early opposition to renewal of the Voting Rights Act, and in
the on-going efforts to abolish the Legal Services
Corporation. Most damaging of all, Mr. Meese was the
architect of the Administration's decision to extend
tax-exempt status to schools which discriminate on the basis
of race as a matter of policy. ‘

' Through this sorry record, Mr. Meese has shown that he
i1s hostile to what I consider to be the fundamental
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principles of American society. I voted against Mr. Meese's
confirmation because it implicitly entails a message to
which I cannot and will not subscribe --that racial dis-
crimination can and should be tolerated by the United States
government, ‘

You can be sure that I will continue to monitor this
Administration's enforcement of our civil rights laws and in
particular, Mr. Meese's role in the process. In the mean-
time, I hope you will feel free to keep in touch on this or . -
other issues of importance to you.

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William L, Shirers condensation in the recent issue of the Readers
Digest "The Nightmare Years" is the book I had avoided to read, having
escaped the horrors unleashed by Hitler, as having been a witness to
the beginning had for me been painful enough. But with the planned
visit of our President and having read the books condensation, the
problem has come to life again.

Mr. Shirers description of the years betwern 1930 and 1940
is truthful enough, though I had not been able to witness what owvcurred
after 1938, the year of my escape, which was motivated by philosophi-
cal convietion, not racial problem, making my- home here., Having read
Shirer, I could not help but draw an obvious parallel with our present
problems, history repeating itself before our eyes. When studying his -
story we find the same trends in China, Egypt or India, but we pay
little attention to ancient times. In our early times the cruisades
had been religiously motivated, yet many a knights participated for
reasons of adventure. The invasions of the Mongols and Turks began to
unify Furope and unfortunately later on nationalism became the prime
motivation. This became accentuated after the time Shirer talks about,
when two superpowers were left to decide the fate of civiligzation
and further aggravated by nuclear power and poverty of the third world,

To get back to the "Nightmare Yearg", it is necessary to remembker
the Versaille Treaty. The war this treaty had concluded had been ini-
tiated by Germany looking for "Lebensraum" and the result of it was
an impoverished German nation unable to make democracy work and Austria
decimated from 70 million to seven, wich beggars on every streetcormer,
as Shirer said. The victors on the other hand enjoyed prosperity and
they intended to hold on to the status quo at all cost. They even wel-
comed Hitler who promised to make order out of chaos and they did not
believe that his supporters caused the Reichtag to burn and they did
not want to believe that the Autobahn was beeing built for strategic
purposes, The "haves" liked it and welcomed a strong trading partner,
Very much like now, when our intelligencia in the House and Congress
preaches "hands off in Nicarzgua" protecting civil rights which are
abused by the other superpower, very much like Hitler had, After Musso-
linis unsuccessful campain in Africa, Mussolini had to turn to Hitler
for support.

Dear Mr. President:

I would like to congratulate you for your visit to the Bitburg
Cemetery in spite of the tremendous pressure you faced in carrying
out this gesture of reconciliation.

As a Christian, a former soldier and the Supreme Commander, you
were certainly in a rightful position to express the necessity for
forgiveness of our former enemies, at least in an official capacity,
as the one who is charged with the primary responsibility for creating
the conditions necessary for peace between our nation and other nations.

Forgiveness of one's enemies in no way implies approbation of

" their evil deeds; otherwise how could God ever forgive us our sins?
Nor does forgiveness imply any lessening of the claims of justice with
regard to crimes. Forgiveness simply implies a willingness to live in
peace and not demand anything beyond justice, i.e, revenge, for those
wrongs. Such forgiveness is an absolute condition for peace in this
world., 1In this regard, Pope John Paul IT set us an example when he
embraced and forgave his attempted assasin, who nomnetheless remaing in
prison paying his just debt to society.

Likewise, forgiveness, especially when it comes to the dead does
not mean bypassing God's judgement. For a Christian, it simply means
praying that God be merciful toward every person, even our worst enemies,
in Hig awful final judgement. For those who do not believe in an dfter-
life, or who do not accept this Christian duty to forgive one's enemies,
based on the example of Christ Himself, this will always be difficult
to understand.

As the leader of a country, your gesture was not absolution of
their horrendous crimes but merely a witness that all who love peace must
learn to forgive their enemies, especially whern they are dead. At the
same time, your gesture represents a Christian conviction that we should
ask God's mercy toward our enemies, as a condition for His mercy toward
us. Our nation, after all, was not free from all wrongdoing in the conduct
of that horrible war.



Moreover, had you refused to go, your refusal would rot be a
"neutral" act, but a denial of your own right to encourage for-
giveness and pray for the dead, and would have reinforced the con-
victions of those who absolutely refuse to forgive certain enemies.
In such a case you were right to go, just as a non-Christian head of
state might have followed his conscience and refused to go if he
believed that some enemies must never be forgiven.

Refusal to forgive one's enemies, even if they pay the ultimate
price in this world, which is death, cannot be the path to peace be=-
tween nations, between individuals or within the individual. Your
simple vigit was a testimony to this truth in a world which increasing-
ly finds it almost impossible to reconcile past wrongs, without which
there cannot be true peace today or in the future.

‘God bless you for your refusal to bow to such pressures to become
more popular with those who are convinced that riot only are some ideo-
logies never to be tolerated, but also that some people are never to
be forgiven. The first half of that is true and necessary for peace,
while the second half is false and makes true peace impossible in this
world or the next.
