President Reagan and Walter Mondale have spun a series of conflicting myths 
about Reagan's record in their battle for the White House, each beaming to 
the American people broad messages that vastly oversilll)lify the canplex 
reality of what Reagan has done since 1981. For example, Reagan has 
portrayed himself as a chmipion of fiscal restraint, a notion that Mondale 
reinforces when he canplains about unfair budget cuts in social programs. 
What Reagan really accanplished was a shift in budget priorities, not an 
overall reduction. Federal spending in Reagan's term reached a bigger 
share of the nation's gross national produce than at any time since World 
War II. Mondale perpetuates the myth that Reagan's defense buildup is 
excessive and can be reduced. The reality is that lower inflation and 
congressional cutbacks have trinmed the F.eagan defense budget to levels not 
much higher than what President Carter called for in his final year in 
office.

MXX ELECTICN 

RRT &RilJ -- President Reagan swept to victory with almost 60% of the 
votes, as more than 1.6M parents and students participated in the 
National Student-Parent Mock Election. Reagan held a formidable lead over 
Mondale all night as results poured from schools all over the nation into 
"Election Central" at the Americana Hotel in Fort Worth. Mondale narrowly 
lost in his hane state, where 51% opted for Reagan. The near-final tally 
was 957,141 to 647,814. Reagan's strength was nearly uniform throughout 
the country, leaving Mondale victories only in Connecticut, D.C., Illinois, 
Maryland, Mississippi and New York.

Walter Mondale is drawing huge crowds and unabashedly appealing for Jewish 
votes with the presidential election four days away. But President Reagan 
maintains a cannanding lead in the public opinion polls and is sticking to 
familiar themes in a final drive for re-election. Mondale bluntly and 
openly appealed to New York's influential Jewish vote, calling Reagan's 
suggestion that Mondale was soft on anti-Semitism "contarptible." Mondale 
said he would be a better supporter of Israel than Reagan, saying Reagan 
might increase U.S. amis sales to Saudi Arabia and Jordan despite Israel's 
opposition if re-elected.

Walter Mondale says a Republican victory on Tuesday could bring on an "orgy 
of intolerance" by the religious right, while President Reagan is warning 
his supporters against overconfidence even as his staff keeps talking about 
a 50 state sweep. From the Garment District, Mondale went to a synagogue 
in Brooklyn where he warned of the influence of Rev. Falwell and other 
conservative fundamentalist ministers. "Sane of his (Reagan's) friends 
threaten an orgy of intolerance in our land and I don't want them to have 
any influence," Mondale said. Later, from the pulpit of a black Baptist 
Omrch in Cleveland, Mondale said of Reagan: "When this crowd talks about 
independence, you know that they're saying in code, they're forgetting you. 
When they talk about bootstraps, it's code for budget cuts. And when they 
talk about the free market, it's code for discrimination."

These analysts said such a rise 
likely would be slight and would likely send mixed signals about the future 
health of the job market. If the seasonally adjusted civilian rate of 7.4% 
rose by only 0.1%, it would return to the 7.5% level that existed in 
January 1981, when President Reagan was inaugurated.

The Amly could call as many as 133,000 draftees and inactive reservists to 
active duty within 30 days of a wartime emergency, but would be capable of 
teaching only half of them the skills needed to fight, the GAO said. In 
the 10 years since the beginning of the all-volunteer army, the GAO has 
issued several reports criticizing the Defense Department's ability to beef 
up the professional armed forces with civilian recruits in time to meet a 
national emergency.

The Pentagon has not C<Xll)leted toxic waste cleanups at a single military 
installation nine years after it began identifying dunps on bases that are 
polluting the environnent, a congressional study says. Reps. Florio 
(D.-N.J.) and Fazio (D.-Calif.) released a draft report by the GAO Thursday 
contending that the Pentagon's cleanup program, initiated in 1975, is only 
now beginning to be taken seriously. Fazio said the report shows the need 
for a new "superflmd" program to deal with mi 1 itary toxic waste.

The Pentagon is pushing its program to turn 600 military facilities into 
shelters for the haneless as the governnent urged an advocate for the 
indigent protesting ACII1inistration policies to end his 48-day hlmger 
strike. Secretary Weinberger said he is giving more errphasis to the 
shelter program, taking it out of the hands of the military and putting it 
lmder the direction of the Pentagon's civilian manpower and logistics chief, 
Assistant Secretary Korb. At the same time, an internal Pentagon 
memorandum indicated he Pentagon's "shelters for the haneless program" has 
begun to gather steam nationwide with another five areas asking for Defense 
Department facilities.

A 
State Department official said it was feared that linking the CIA with the 
assassination "feeds into a situation where there is a potential for 
violence that threatens to endanger American lives."

2,000 White 
House and campaign workers cheered the President as he set out on the 
final trip of his campaign. Was he nostalgic? 
(President, at departure: "You could have mixed anotions about that." 
Reporter: "What are yours?" President: ''Well, there's one of them that 
says enough' s enough. ") 
Mr. Reagan and his campaign managers, in great good spirits, posed on 
the steps of Air Force One before departing on a five-day, 10-state swing. 
Their goal now: nothing less than a 50-state sweep. First stop, heavily 
Danocratic Boston. Launching into his now-familiar attack on Walter 
Mondale, the President was enthusiastic, and when he made a slight slip, 
relaxed. 
(President: "The .American people don't want his tax cut, and he's not 
going to get his tax cut. (Cheers) Whoa : Wait a minute : I was talking -­
tax increases. He never asked for a tax cut in his entire career.") 
l\/Ir. Reagan could barely hear several hundred protesters who were kept 
behind a specially erected fence. To a wildly enthusiastic crowd in 
Rochester, N.Y.; Mr. Reagan repeated his warning against overconfidence. 
(President: "The polls are scaring me to death because I have a feeling 
that maybe sane people are looking at them and saying, 'Oh, we don't 

-~-have to go and vote. It's all over."') 
The President is playing the Deroocrats on their own turf as this final play 
begins, trying to give them a reason not to go bane to Walter Mondale, 
hoping too that they'll help him elect sane other Republicans.

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Severson (continued): (Reporter: "Are you personally insulted by the 
Doonesbury comic strip?" Vice President: "No, I haven't had the time to 
read him.") 
In his mind, the high point of the campaign was the debate. Afterwards, he 
said he kicked a little ass. That's now becane an unofficial campaign 
slogan. 
(Ji 11 Bnery: "I did a I it t le kicking of my own.") 
carrpaign officials say part polls show that Bush is more popular than ever, 
and he thinks it's been a very successful campaign. But party insiders are 
not so convinced. There may have been a political price for his 
cheerleading. Nobody knows for certain where George Bush stands on a 
numer of important issues, or if he can stand by himself in 1988.

The memory here of attacks on U.S. citizens and enbassies 
like the one in Pakistan in 1979 is still very strong. So there is the real 
concern that the Soviet propaganda campaign could endanger the lives of 
Americans in India. (CBS-2) 

Jennings: The American delegation to Mrs. Gandhi's funeral is led by the 
Secretary of State. The delegation left New York City this afternoon for 
New Delhi. Heading the Soviet delegation will be the Soviet Prime 
Minister, Nokolai Tikhanov, and there is a chance that Mr. Shultz and ~,tr. 
Tikhanov will meet while in New Delhi. If so, Mr. Shultz may deliver a 
personal protest over Soviet news reports which accuse the United States 
of supporting the Sikh roovement and, by illl)lication, of being behind the 
assassination. (ABC-3) 

Brokaw: The Soviet Union did the best it could today to link the United 
States to the assassination of Prime Minister Gandhi without quite saying 
that. The Soviet press accused the United States of supporting the 
extremist Sikhs and then said the shooting was inspired by those who 
preach gangsterism in relations between the states.

CBS's Bob Schieffer: With the kinds of schedules that are on these days 
-- these final days of the carrpaign -- Ronald Reagan and Walter Mondale 
may have a cannon problem: finding a time and place to get their larmdry 
done. The President left Washington today on a final caIIJ)aign swing that 
will take him to 16 cities in 10 states. Mondale, who got his biggest crcw.d 
of the carrpaign today in New York, will visit 13 cities in 9 states. 

CBS's Bill Plante: Ronald Reagan last hurrah? Well, sort of. 2,000 White 
House and campaign workers cheered the President as he set out on the 
final trip of his campaign. Was he nostalgic? 
(President, at departure: "You could have mixed emotions about that." 
Reporter: "What are yours?" President: "Well, there's one of them that 
says enough's enough.") 
Mr. Reagan and his campaign managers, in great good spirits, posed on 
the steps of Air Force One before departing on a five-day, 10-state swing. 
Their goal now: nothing less than a 50-state sweep. First stop, heavily 
Democratic Boston. Larmching into his now-familiar attack on Walter 
l\lJondale, the President was enthusiastic, and when he made a slight slip, 
relaxed. 
(President: "The American people don't want his tax cut , and he's not 
going to get his tax cut. (Cheers) WhoA ; Wait a minute : I was talking -­
tax increases. He never asked for a tax cut in his entire career.") 
Mr. Reagan could barely hear several hundred protesters who were kept 
behind a specially erected fence. To a wildly enthusiastic crowd in 
Rochester, N.Y., Mr. Reagan repeated his warning against overconfidence. 
(President: "The polls are scaring me to death because I have a feel ing 
that maybe sane people are looking at them and saying, 'Ch, we don't 

• have to go and vote. It's all over . "') 
The President is playing the Detmcrdts on their own turf as this final play 
begins, trying to give them a reason not to go bane to Walter IV!ondale, 
hoping too that they'll help him elect sane other Republicans. 

(CBS-5) 

CBS's Susan Spencer: The Garment District was dressed up today, 
festooned with flags, decorated with ticker tape, studded with Hollywood 
stars (1VCoverage: Paul Newnan) and jamned for blocks with an 
enthusiastic crowd police put at 100,000 -- the kind of crowd that keeps 
the upbeat Democrats seemingly unconcerned about prophesies of a Reagan 
lands! ide. 
(C-.eraldine Ferraro: "Sane people say this election cannot be won. I say 
it can be. I say it will be. And I say, with your help, we're going to do 
it on Tuesday.") 
With but five days to go, this was the ticket's last joint appearance. 
Though even their own polls show no encouraging trends, both Mondale 
and Ferraro seem at ease with this campaign and more willing than ever to 
take on the President. 
(lVJondale: ''lVJr. Reagan is the worst president for working America since 
Herbert Hoover.") 
And Mondale responded to the President's allegation last week that the 
Denx:>crats are soft on anti-semitism.

Spencer (continued): (Mondale: "Mr. President, that charge says 
something about you. (Cheers) That is false and contemptable. 11 ) 

Both Mondale and Ferraro will be on the road non-stop now until the 
election, campaigning on both coasts. And they have bought extensive 'IV 
time this weekend, their last chance to get the message across. 

(CBS-6) 

Schieffer: Even Geraldine Ferraro would have to concede that Vice 
President Bush halted her manentum for a time today, and on her hane 
turf at that. The Ferraro motorcade was stopped today on a Queens, New 
York, parkway and aides soon discovered the reason why. They were 
being held up by police to allow Vice President Bush's motorcade to make 
its way to the airport. It was all eventually straightened out and 
everyone finally got to where they were going. (CBS-7) 

ABC's Peter Jennings: President Reagan left Washington today on the last 
campaign swing of this election, 10 states and 15 cities. 

ABC's Sam Donaldson: The Presidential canpaign party posed on the steps of 
Air Force Cne before setting off for the last campaign swing. Sane think 
of it as a sentimental last hurrah. A swing first to Boston, Mass., and a 
City Hall rally where Mr. Reagan posed ann-in-arrn with the CDP's 
conservative senatorial candidate, Ray Shamie, whose one-time flirtation 
with the John Birch Society caused sane to predict erroneously that Mr. 
Reagan would stay away. But the President wants a 50-state sweep 
against Walter Mondale too rrruch to do that. 
(President: "Now, I cane before you today as the candid -- There's an 
echo in here, isn't there?" (Cheers)) 

. The so-called echo came from a large group of Mondale-Ferraro supporters, 
_~, sane of whom had gotten inside the rally, most of whom had gotten only so 

far as the other side of the fence. 
(Demonstrators: "Hypocrite! Hypocrite!") 
Massachusetts Democrats who heard the President raise the magic name of 
Kennedy for the first time since his letter carparing Kennedy's program to 
Marx's and Hitler's was revealed. Demonstrators who finally began to get 
under the President's skin. 
(President: "And you know sanething, sane people over here are going to 
hate this, but you ain't seen nothin' yet." (Cheers)) 
Next stop: Rochester, in upstate New York, and a warning against 
canplacency. 
(President: "The polls are scaring me to death. Please, no matter what it 
takes, go to the polls and vote.") 
Sane may think of this swing as a sentimental last hurrah, but not the 
Reagan campaign managers. They're out to nail down a landslide victory, 
a 50-state sweep if possible. They think of this swing not as a last 
hurrah but as a blitzkrieg. (ABC-6) 

ABC's Brit 1-hlme: If the polls are right, Walter Mondale is about to get 
blitzed and might as well have gone over Niagara Falls today in a barrel. 
But he flew down from Buffalo to New York City on his last visit to the 
state that is the cornerstone of his longshot hopes. And in the city's 
Garment District, he found fresh reason for hope. An estimated 100,000 
people jarrrned the streets to hear Geraldine Ferraro and Mondale.

You're 
beautiful.") 
It was a spectacular rally. The largest, said local Democrats, since John 
Kennedy appeared here in 1960. But as she was leaving town, Ferraro 
got a blunt reminder of who's who in this race. Her motorcade was halted 
so that Vice President Bush's could pass. ('IV Coverage: The view down 
Ferraro's motorcade as Bush's speeds by) Mondale this afternoon got a 
waffll reception from Jewish senior citizens in Brooklyn. Mondale needs 
these people and he spoke to them with force. 
(Mondale: "Last week, the President went to Long Island and accused me 
of being soft on anti-semitism. Let me tell you to straighten it out. It 
angered me. I resent it. I think it's despicable and I think it's 
inexcusable.") 
Mondale is showing a lot of fight and enthusiasm for a candidate apparently 
facing such long odds. But it is a sign of his predicament that five days 
before the election, he is trying to shore up his standing with a group 
once considered an almost automatic source of support for both Mondale and 
the Democratic Party. (ABC-7) 

NEC's Tom Brokaw: Five days to go and the final push is on for all the 
candidates in this presidential campaign. For President Reagan, today a 
last hurrah, his final campaign. For Walter Mondale, the biggest crowd of 
his campaign, estimated at 100,000. But his nurrbers remain grim in the 
polls. 

NBC's Chris Wallace: Hundreds of Republican workers crowded the South Lawn 
today as Ronald Reagan left to campaign for himself for the last time. But 
the President was in no mood for nostalgia or overconfidence. 
(President: "My message is going to be one very sirrple and clear: get out 

.. ·- the vote. Everyone vote.") 
Reagan took that message first to the Democratic strongholds of New York 
and Massachusetts. In Boston, he mentioned John Kennedy for the first 
time since it was revealed he once canpared the Democrat to Marx and 
Hitler. Anti-Reagan hecklers interrupted. 
(President: "He stood one cold January day -- I would think that even they 
would have the respect to listen to the Y.Urds that I'm going to say in 
quoting John F. Kennedy." (Cheers)) 
He said Kennedy pranised to keep faith with the people of Massachusetts 
and so would he. Reagan also campaigned for other Republicans, 
including Senate candidate Ray Shamie. But, worried about offending 
Democrats who support him, Reagan never mentioned they are Republicans. 
In upstate New York, another waffll welcane and another appeal to 
Deroocrats. 
(President: "Cane walk with us on this new path of hope and opportunity.") 
Reagan started this fall with a sirrple strategy. As long as his base was 
secured, go after Mondale's. On this final trip, he's still campaigning on 
Democratic turf, which may be the best indication of just how well he's 
doing. (NBC-6)

NBC's Lisa Myers: Mondale began his last stand in traditionallv Danocratic 
New York in the heart of the Garment District, where he wrapped himself in 
the union label. Although he's ahead here in the city, the latest poll 
shows him trailing Reagan in New York state by 14 points. But Mondale 
claimed the enormous crowd was further proof that polls are wrong. 
(Mondale: "You cannot believe what's going on in this country. Crowds that 
no one's ever had before.") 
Because crowds have becane about all Mondale has to brag about, sources say 
the campaign will spend extra llX)ney to ensure they stay big until Tuesday. 
Mondale tried to win back sane of the all-important Jewish vote with an 
unusually personal response to Reagan's charge that he's soft on 
ant i-sani ti sm. 
(Mondale: ''Mr. President, that charge says sanething about you. (Cheers) 
That is false and conterrptable, and the American people do not like that 
kind of politics anywhere in this country.") 
Mondale's aides consider New York one of his best hopes for an upset. But 
the overall situation remains very grim. Ole of Mondale's own pollsters 
now predicts that he will lose this election by a bigger margin than Jinmy 
Carter -- by 14 points. (NBC-7) 

Brokaw: And in this campaign, of course, more attention has been focused on 
the "Veeps", the vice presidential candidates than ever before. 

NOC's John Severson: At the beginning of this campaign, George Bush was 
given the easiest job of his political career: say sanething nice about 
Ronald Reagan. 
(Vice President: "We are nuri:>er one again thanks to President Reagan's • 
leadership." At another rally: "You know what the Tigers did to the 
Padres. That's exactly what Ronald Reagan did to Walter 1\/Iondale, and 

_ .. that's what -- (Drowned out by cheers)" On Air Force Two: "You may call it 
cheerleading. Oh, I hear the criticism a little bit, you know.") 
And when he isn't cheerleading, he's tackling Walter Mondale. 
(Vice President, at rally: "Mr. Mondale, the sky isn't falling. The future 
looks bright.") 
Bush has not tackled the issues. His speeches are filled with slogans. 
(Vice President: ''More jobs means more opportunity.") 
He generally has gone to safe places where Ronald Reagan is popular, often 
to high schools and to audiences who seem more mesmerized by the fanfare 
than by Bush himself. In the beginning, he sirrply ignored Geraldine 
Ferraro. In the end, he has been patronizing. 
(Vice President: "And I don't want to be patronizing, but I do want to say 
sanething here --") • 
His canpaign has been pockmarked with rhetorical excesses and silly 
mistakes. 
(Vice President, in middle of a crowd of press: "You guys, let me give a 
1 i tt le lecture --") 
He's becane a lightning rod, the subject of a harsh Washington Post 
editorial. 
(Vice President: "I'd rather have a poll showing -- head-on-head with 
Ferraro -- showing me whipping her, than I would worry about sane 
editorialist from the Washington Post.") 
Doonesbury has ridiculed him. (1V Coverage: Frame of Doonesbury, with 
bubble talking about putting manhood into a blind trust)

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Severson (continued): (Reporter: "Are you personally insulted by the 
Doonesbury canic strip?" Vice President: "No, I haven't had the time to 
read him.") 
In his mind, the high point of the campaign was the debate . Afterwards, he 
said he kicked a little ass. That's now becane an unofficial campaign 
slogan. 
(Jill Bnery: "I did a little kicking of my own.") 
Canpaign officials say part polls show that Bush is more popular than ever, 
and he thinks it's been a very successful campaign. But party insiders are 
not so convinced. There may have been a political price for his 
cheerleading. Nobody knows for certain where George Bush stands on a 
nuri:)er of important issues, or if he can stand by himself in 1988. 

(NBC-8) 

NOC's Bob Kur: His selection was bold and calculated. If he were 
considered dull, she would add excitement. If he represented the past, she 
symbolized the future and opportunity. They knew, three-and-a-half months 
ago what they'd say in a cannercial this week. 
(Mondale-Ferraro ad: "The inportant thing is not how she's made us feel 
about her. It's how she's made us feel about ourselves and about the 
country.") 
And there's no denying the feeling. People want to see and touch her. 
She's a hot political property, often seen by more people in a day than 
George Bush is in a week. 
(Ferraro: "You are absolutely marvelous. My goodness!") 
Her style is as unique as her hanespun approach on issues. Pentagon 
spending, for example --
(Ferraro: "They have a six -- a $7,000 coffee pot that they've bought. 
Now, I tel 1 you -- You 1mow, let me tel 1 you. I'm not just speaking to 

-~wanen here. You know none of us would spend that kind of money on a coffee 
pot, right?" (Cheers)) 
Expectations were high. Mondale was counting on Ferraro's special appeal 
to help him with special groups of voters: wanen, parents and blue collar 
ethnics. But Mondale's choice was as risky as it was bold. 
(Demonstrators: "Life, yes! Ferraro, no! n 
Her position on abortion created a diversion. Question of inexperience 
persist, though she passed her big test. But headlines about her family 
finances and her husband's business broke any early manentun and caused her 
family anguish. 
(Ferraro, on Donahue: ''Whatever happens after this election, I'm going to 
spend the rest of my life making it up to my husband and to -- I'll make it 
up to my mother. I' 11 make it up to my kids.") 
For three months, Geraldine Ferraro has known that, win or lose next week, 
she'd make history. And she has. (NOC-9) 

CES's Dan Rather looks at .Americas voters, using Wilmington, Delaware, as 
an example. He finds a city and a country in econcmic transition fran 
heavy industry to service industry with an accent on high tech. How you 
fit into the transition helps to shape how you feel about each candidate's 
vision of the future. (CBS-13)

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ABC's James Wooten reports that all across the country, most of the younger 
voters are favoring the oldest candidate, the President. It's an 
ideological shift that's clearly seen in the national polls and 
sufficiently broad for at least a small slice of that to appear where you'd 
least expect it -- Berkeley. Berkeley now has a growing Republican Club 
and several other conservative groups. They haven't even dented the 
school's mainstream liberal majority, of course, but their mere presence is 
dramatic evidence of Ronald Reagan's strength this year among students 
nationwide. (ABC-8) 

INDIA 

As 600,000 mourners filed past the body of Indira Gandhi, htmdreds of 
thousands of others battled in sectarian violence that has now left 150 
dead and 1,000 wounded. Anny troops were given shoot-to-kill orders to 
put down the rioting and curfews were declared in 30 cities. 

(CI3S-Lead, ABC-Lead, NBC-Lead) 

CB5's Bill McLaughlin: In Moscow today, while Soviet President Chernenko 
was signing the book of condolences at the Indian eni>assy, Pravda said 
that the CIA and State Department supported Sikh extremist groups in 
India. And Radio Moscow's overseas service called Mrs. Gandhi's death 
part of a chain of conspiracies that the U.S. aimed at Third World leaders. 
So, before leaving for India today to attend the Gandhi ftmeral, Secretary 
Shultz lashed out at the Soviet campaign to blame the U.S. for her 
assassination, a charge Adninistration officials said would endanger the lives 
of Americans in India. Despite Moscow's charges, sources at the State 
Department said plans were still on to arrange a meeting in India between 
Shultz and Soviet Prime Minister Nicolai Tikhanov. U.S. intelligence 

.•#official8 say that, while the Soviet allegations are absurd, they are very · 
dangerouL. The memory here of attacks on U.S. citizens and embassies 
like the one in Pakistan in 1979 is still very strong. So there is the real 
concern that the Soviet propaganda campaign could endanger the lives of 
Americans in India. (CI3S-2) 

Jennings: The .American delegation to Mrs. Gandhi's funeral is led by the 
Secretary of State. The delegation left New York City this afternoon for 
New Delhi. Heading the Soviet delegation will be the Soviet Prime 
Minister, Nokolai Tikhanov, and there is a chance that Mr. Shultz and ~,tr. 
Tikhanov will meet while in New Delhi. If so, Mr. Shultz may deliver a 
personal protest over Soviet news reports which accuse the United States 
of supporting the Sikh movanent and, by i!Jl)lication, of being behind the 
assassination. (ABC-3) 

Brokaw: The Soviet Union did the best it could today to link the United 
States to the assassination of Prime Minister Gandhi without quite saying 
that. The Soviet press accused the United States of supporting the 
extremist Sikhs and then said the shooting was inspired by those who 
preach gangsterism in relations between the states. The U.S. State 
Department called that outrageous and made a formal protest to the 
Soviets. (NBC-3)

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Schieffer: A Honduran general and a Miami-based businessman who lost $7 
million when the Honduran goverrrnent nationalized his canent business are 
among eight people charged by the FBI tonight with plotting to overthrow 
the Honduran govermient. The FBI says that the eight under arrest were 
going to assassinate the Honduran president and take over the goverrrnent 
of that Central American nation. The FBI said it also seized more then 
$10 million worth of cocaine that the conspirators were going to sell to 
finance the assassination plot. The FBI said one of its agents had been 
planted in the group as one of the would-be assassins.

ABC's Mark Potter reports Honduran President Roberto Suazo, a key ally to 
the U.S. in Central America, was notified of the plot when the FBI learned 
of it from a private citizen in Miami in August.

EIHIOPIA 

A worldwide effort to fight the famine in Ethiopia strained the airports in 
that comtry today as an emergency airlift of food and other relief supplies 
began. The first plane was from Britain, with 30 tons of food and 
medicine. Chartered U.S. cargo planes are expected to begin arriving on 
Smday. (CBS-14, NBC-10)
