REAGAN PREDICTS WCES IF HE LOSES

DES MOINES -- President Reagan warned voters that if they chose to replace
him with Walter Mondale the nation would be left wandering "an endless
desert of worsening inflation and recession." Closing out his campaign
with five days of politicking around the nation, Mr. Reagan accused Mondale
of avoiding his own record and assisting in Carter Administration policies
that "made America weak." Through a long day of speaking in Arkansas, Iowa
and Wisconsin, Mr. Reagan repeatedly sought to identify Mondale and other
Democratic critics with what he characterized as the sweeping failures of
the Carter years. Through these carefully orchestrated encounters with the
voters, Mr. Reagan offered a call to protect what he depicted as a
singularly successful domestic foreign policy record that, by his assertion,
had begun a "second Revolution" for the nation.

VULNERABLE REPUBLICANS GET HELP

Ferraro again decried a contingency tax plan
reportedly approved by Secretary Regan that would tax workmen's
compensation benefits and repeal federal incame tax deductions for state
and local taxes. Ferraro also said the "CIA taught guerrillas (in
Nicaragua) the ARCs of terror, kidnapping and assassination.” She said "no
one has lost his job yet" despite Reagan's promise to punish those
responsible.

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A BIG ELECTION VICICRY IS NOT A BLANK CHECK

The point is how a president who wins a great victory interprets his public
triumph. What does he want to do with it? How does he read his mandate?
Where does he want to lead the country? And how does he intend to take it
there? Has he let the public in on his plans? How does he want to
exercise his newly granted power? For Reagan, more than most presidents,
these questions are far from academic. He has been the most ideological,
and inattentive, of presidents. Given his cast of mind -- and yes, his age
~- the central question about Reagan especially revolves around how he
reads his reelection. His reelection campaign hasn't prepared the public
for any actions to come, foreign or domestic. If he's given the voters a
central message this year, it has been to expect more of the same: Don't
worry, all's well.

The Defense
Department acknowledged there would be a problem training soldiers called
to duty in a crisis, but it said it was working on solutions. One of the
possible options, the Pentagon said, is to reduce the number of draftees
called into service immediately after a crisis, making fewer demands on
training facilities.

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REAGAN ADMINISTRATION ACCUSED OF HURTING MOST BLACK (OLLEGES

In September 1981, President Reagan announced with fanfare at a White House
luncheon that he was signing an executive order to increase federal support
for the nation's traditionally black colleges and universities. Since
then, two glowing performance reports have been sent to the White House,
suggesting that federal aid to black schools has increased markedly. But
critics charge that the rosy report cards have been misleading. Critics
said that the govermment's figures are greatly inflated by a few large
allocations to special schools, such as Howard University, and that many of
the more than 100 historically black schools are receiving less help than
before Reagan signed his order. This is largely because of restrictions
the Reagan Administration has imposed in the largest area of federal aid to
higher education -- grants, loans and loan guarantees to students.

NEW ACT RESTRICTS ATOMIC TEST SUITS

A measure that slipped through Congress virtually unnoticed in September
apparently makes it impossible for veterans and their relatives to win
lawsuits seeking compensations for cancers allegedly caused by atomic
weapons tests. The new legislation gives Govermment contractors immunity
from liability for any harm done in the atomic weapon testing program,
including cancers caused by radioactive fallout. Legal experts estimate
that lawsuits involving more than a thousand military plaintiffs will be
affected. The law, part of the bill singed by President Reagan last month
to authorize $297B in Defense Department programs, also raises new hurdled
for civilian fallout victims who have sued contractors in connection with
the atomic testing program.

CONTROVERS AL VOTE SET TODAY IN NICARAGUA

MANAGUA -- This country votes in nationwide elections Sunday after a
three-month campaign that was neither the "genuinely free" contest promised
by the Sandinistas nor the "Soviet-style sham" suggested by the Reagan
Administration, in the view of diplomats and other political observers.
The Sandinistas' near monopoly of most major institutions gave them an
unrivaled network of activist already in place at the start of the
campaign. Govermment trucks have carried the faithful to Sandinista
rallies, and mobs of pro-Sandinista youths have disrupted at least half a
dozen opposition rallies. But even U.S. diplomats here acknowledged that
the Sandinistas have allowed expression of a wide range of political views,
including some that were harshly critical of the govermment.

Election Draws Many U.S. Cbservers

MANAGUA ~-- A large contingent of invited observers from the U.S. and other
countries is lending an element of credibility to an electoral process that
has been criticized here and abroad. President Reagan has called the
elections a sham. But the largest group of observers -- more than three
dozen -- is from the U.S. The Nicaraguan Government has provided the
delegations with transportation, translators, housing and, most
importantly, access to top Govermment officials. But the groups have for
the most part planned their own schedules.

CORTEGA SAYS TAIKS WITH U.S. NOT' GOING WELL

MANAGUA -- Daniel Ortega said that talks with the U.S. begun in June had
deteriorated sharply and that the outlook for the negotiations between the
two countries was "unfavorable." He declined to provide details about the
reason for the change, noting that the two sides were supposed to keep
their negotiating positions secret.

CACAOPERA, El Salvador -- On July 22 leftist guerrillas entered this small
village and abducted seven of its leading residents. Three weeks ago the
rebels returned, several villagers say, and announced that the men had been
executed for political reasons. The villagers said they had always been
terrified of the Salvadoran Army, but never, until now, of the guerrillas.
The events in Cacaopera appear to be part of a series of incidents in the
last six months in this bitterly contested northeastern corner of El
Salvador in which guerrilla units are reliably reported to have
conscripted peasants, executed deserters and either forced suspected
political opponents into exile or executed them.

SHULTZ OOMPLAINS TO SOVIET PREMIER

NEW DELHI -- Secretary Shultz said he complained "forcefully" to Premier
Tikhonov about Soviet news reports suggesting American involvement in the
assassination of PM Gandhi. He said Tikhonov denied that the Soviets had
made such an accusation. Shultz called the session a "good meeting" in
which both men agreed on the need for constructive relations between the
superpowers. Shultz also met with several other foreign leaders, including
Gandhi's son, who voiced concern over U.S., arms sales to Pakistan, Shultz
said he defended the arms supples as a counter to Soviet troops in
Afghanistan and invited the new Indian leader to visit Washington early next
year.

PEKING -- China said that a fifth round of talks with the Soviet Union on
normalizing relations was "useful," and both sides expressed willingness to
expand economic, trade, scientific and cultural exchanges. Talks will
reconvene in Moscow in April, a Foreign Ministry statement said.

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BETRUT HINIS DELAY IN TAIKS WITH ISRAEL

BEIRUT -~ PM Karami told reporters he hopes his Cabinet could meet in time
to appoint a negotiating team and avoid any delay in U.N.-sponsored talks
with Israel on withdrawing its 12,000 troops from southern Lebanon. But,
citing travel difficulties for four of his nine-member Cabinet now out of
the country, he said he could not rule out the possibility that the talks,
scheduled for Monday, might have to be postponed. Western diplomats
expect the talk, at border headquarters of U.N. Interim Force in Lebanon,
to be prolonged and difficult.

BEIRUT -- The Lebanese Goverrment went into action to shut down illegal
ports that rival Moslem and Christian militias have been operating along
the Mediterranean coast for the last nine years. Troops moved into the
Beirut harbor and took control of a pier that was in the hands of the
private Christian army known as the Lebanese Forces. (New York Times, A23)

REAGAN ATDES BACK ARMS-CONTROL 'CZAR'

President Reagan's advisers are raising the possibility that he will name a
"master negotiator" or arms-control "czar" if reelected as a sign of his
determination to negotiate a nuclear accord with the Soviet Union. Most
widely mentioned as a candidate to fill such a post is Brent Scowcroft.

The idea of an arms-control "czar" has been championed for months by
moderates in the White House, whose view is that Reagan, though a
hard-liner in his first temrm, "really wants to go down in history as a
peace president." (Murrey Marder, Washington Post, A33)

GANDHI CREMATED AS TROOPS DEPLOY TO QUELL VIOLENCE

NEW DEIHI -- The body of Indira Gendhi was consigned to flames in a
traditional Hindu funeral ceremony witnessed by tens of thousands of
people. Violence has claimed nearly 1,000 lives and the toll seems sure to
rise as reports filter in of new outbreaks of rioting, arson and lynchings.
The army deployed vehicles in the capital to try to prevent new outbreaks
of violence.

(BS's Bob Schieffer: The polls may be showing Ronald Reagan with a big
lead over Walter Mondale, but on this final weekend of the election , both
of the candidates are rumning as if they're neck and neck.

The question they're asking themselves now on the Reagan campaign is,
"What could go wrong?" In Arkansas, the border state Reagan strategists
once thought they'd likely lose, polls now show them running far ahead,
which affords the President a chance to hammer away at his main themes.
(President: "Many of those rumors that they floated around desperately
these last couple of days about some suspected tax increase from our side
-- over my dead body." Crowd cheers.)

In Towa, where the President used to be known as "Dutch" on his first radio -
job years ago, he paid a symbolic visit to the birthplace of his late
friend "the Duke," John Wayne. (TV coverage: President leaving John
Wayne's home.) Did he think the Duke would have taken Green Berets into
Nicaragua?

(President: "No, he'd just go in by himself.")

Then, talking about the controversial CTA manual written for Nicaraguan
rebels, Mr. Reagan claimed there was nothing in it about assassination.
(President: "The real word was 'removed,' meaning 'removed from office.’
(tape edit) When they translated in Spanish, they translated it 'neutral’
-~ 'neutralized' instead of 'removed.'")

The President was also asked about a Soviet charge that the U.S. was
involved in the assassination of Indian Prime Minister Indira Gandhi.
(President: "I think it was probably the world's biggest cheap shot in a
long, long time. They know better, of course, and 1T think to take
advantage -- [ know that human life doesn't mean much to them. But to take
advantage of a tragedy of this kind, to try and gain same political
advantage, it was a cheap shot.™)

(TV coverage: Aerial views of Iowa farmlands.) Iowa's small farmers are
still suffering from the recession, and the state is one of a few Mr.
Reagan could lose. So today, he blamed Iowa's problems and the grain
embargo on the Carter Administration. (TV coverage: Rally, Winterset,
Iowa.) The President’s campaign advisers say that the numbers are almost
all moving his way in these final days. That allows Mr. Reagan to
concentrate on getting out his vote and trying to help other Republican
candidates. At this point, as the bandwagon keeps barrelling along, the
last thing the Reagan campaign wants to do is to raise or deal with any
kind of extraneous issue. (CBS-4)

CBS's Peter Van Sant: Walter Mondale remains a cheery, almost ecstatic
campaigner, more confident and convinced each day that the polls which
show him badly trailing the President are wrong.

There were a few hecklers in the audience, and later Bush said that was who
he was talking about.

Bush has three goals in this campaign: get re-elected, focus
on the top of the ticket, get more Republicans in Congress. And he
believes that, despite the mistakes, Wednesday morning quarterbacks will
say that he ran a good race. (NBC-9)

(BS's Phil Jones: On this final campaign weekend, Geraldine Ferraro was
still trying to keep the faithful from throwing in their political towels in
face of adverse polls. (TV coverage: Rally in Green Bay, Wisconsin.)
(Ferraro: "And we're gonna prove one more thing and that is that the

polls are wrong.")

Ferraro was in three midwest states today, spreading her political theme
against Ronald Reagan. (TV coverage: Rally in Dayton, Chio.)

(Ferraro: "This election is about important issues, but it is also about
leadership you can trust and you can't trust Ronald Reagan, the surprise
President.")

Ferraro predicted that Mr. Reagan would increase taxes after the election,
just as Mondale has promised to do, and that Social Security is in jeopardy
if Ronald Reagan is re-elected.

(Ferraro: "Let's not roll the dice about the fate of our parents and our
grandparents. Let's save them from a cruel surprise next January by making
Walter Mondale president this Tuesday.")

This has brought cheers and even some tears from
women who have heard Ferraro describe her candidacy as a breakthrough for
all women.

Bush later explained he wasn't referring to the Democrats as idiots, just a
small group of pro-Mondale hecklers in the crowd. By today, Bush was back
on track, coming to Maryland to boost the fortunes of Republican
congressional candidates and also to get off a few zingers against Walter
Mondale, who seems to be pulling closer in this state. (TV coverage:
Rally in Towson.) :
(Vice President: "I1'd hate to be on the ticket with Walter Mondale this
year. Dragging across this country, criticizing a strong President, and
tearing down the recovery and the new spirit of hope and optimism that's
exciting every young person in America.")
(TV coverage: Rally in New Castle, Pa.) Bush's audience at a shutdown
machine factory in New Castle, Pa., was not buying that message. Part of
the plant will reopen soon with the help of federal funds, but unemployment
in the area is still better than 20%. The recession continues here, and the
workers let Bush know it. (TV coverage: Crowd shouting and waving
Mondale/Ferraro signs.) The latest Republican polls show Mondale has
pulled to within three points in Pemnsylvania, but Bush appeared
unconcerned.

Officers described the
measure as a precaution for the weekend only and said it was not in
response to any threats. Neither the FBI nor the Secret Service said that
they had any information about the new security measure.

Schieffer: Sixty-one people were arrested at the White House today as
they protested President Reagan's policy on the homeless. (TV coverage:
Demonstrators on White House lawn and being arrested and shoved into police
vans.) Protesters blocked traffic and prayed on the White House lawn, part
of a campaign by the Commnity for Creative Nonviolence. Some members are
waging a hunger strike until the govermment allocates funds to their
shelter for the hameless. The group's leader has fasted for 50 days.

SENATE CAVIPAIGN

NBC's Fred Briggs: John Kerry 13 years ago, decorated Vietnam war hero
against the war in its latter years, asking the Senate Foreign Relations
Commi ttee —-

(Kerry: "How do you ask a man to be the last man to die for a mistake?")
Now John Kerry is Lt. Governor, running for the Senate, a liberal Democrat
in the state in which Democrats out nurber Republicans three-to-one.
Massachusetts is still considered to be one of the last bastions of
‘liberalism -- the home of the Kennedys, Tip O'Neill, the only state to go
for George McGovern 12 years ago. But four years ago, it voted for Ronald
Reagan. Enter Ray Shamie, Reagan Republican. Two years ago he ran his
first political race against Ted Kennedy. He got 40 percent of the vote,
which was encouraging enough for him to try again. He has Presidential
backing, if not awareness of how Shamie's name is pronounced.

(President: "I would be honored to work with a senator from Massachusetts
who has been a pioneer in these fields: Ray Shamie." (Pronounced SHAY-me
by the President) ’

Shamie: "The real important thing, you see, is that 1 have the support of
President Reagan." (Pronounced REE-gan by Shamie))

Conservative Shamie, liberal Kerry. The presidential race in microcosm.
Somewhat less formal though. (TV Coverage: Debate between Shamie and
Kerry, each talking over the other) When he's here in blue-collar
neighborhoods Democrats count on, the reception is warm.

(Man in crowd to Shamie: "We're with you. 1'm a Democrat, but I'm going to
vote Republican.™)

A self-made millionaire who seems to attract, not repel voters like this.
(Shamie: "They say: Well, if he can, maybe I can. Or if I can, my kids
can. That's what America's all about.™)

It was revealed that Shamie once belonged to the John Birch Society, that
he once encouraged workers at his plant to read Birch material. Shamie
admits going to a society meeting in the early 70s, but --

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Briggs (continued): (Shamie: "I rejected those ideas as simply so far
removed from reality as not to be taken very seriously.")

Shamie's been endorsed by the Veterans of Foreign Wars, though he's never
seen carbat. Kerry, who has, uses Vietnam in his campaign as a warning
against future wars. The polls give him a slight lead, but his liberal
message comes at a time Massachusetts is on an economic roll. A high tech
boom, unenployment down to 4 1/2 percent, a state that is better off than
it was four years ago.

(Kerry: "The issue is: Are we going to be better off five years from now
and ten years from now?™)

Ultimately independent voters -- more than a million of them -- must decide
if a move to the right is the right move. (NBC-10)

INDIA

NBC's Stephen Frazier reports from India that Indira Gandhi's funeral did
not touch off rioting, as feared. There were dozens of foreign leaders in
the crowd at the funeral, including Secretary Shultz, who met with Prime
Minister Rajiv Gandhi and pledged American willingness to improve relations
that cooled during Indira Gandhi's rule. (Secretary Shultz: "Your new
prime minister has spoken of his mother's dream of a united peaceful and
prosperous India. He has called upon India to conplete her unfinished
work.™) (NBC-Lead, CBS-Lead)

Chung: After the Gandhi funeral, Secretary Shultz went to the Soviet Erbassy
in New Delhi for a meeting with Soviet Prime Minister Nikolai Tikhanov.
Shultz told reporters he strongly complained to Tikhanov about Soviet media
reports of U.S. involvement in Mrs. Gandhi's assassination. Shultz said
Tikhanov told him that is not the Soviet view and suggested that Shultz was
wrong is saying that such reports came out of the Soviet Union.

NICARAGUA

Chung: A WH spokesman said President Reagan is expected to receive a full
report on the CIA Nicaragua manual on Monday from the CIA.(NBC-12)

NBC's Mike Boettcher reports the Sandinistas have already started victory
celebrations, even though the election in Nicaragua will not be held until
tomorrow. Mobs of youths twice stopped opposition candidate Arturo Cruz
from campaigning. Cruz and his party finally decided they could not
participate in the elections. The Sandinistas say the Reagan
Administration pressured Cruz not to run so they could call the election a
sham. There will be some opposition parties listed on the ballot, but with
no major opponents running against him, the Sandinistas man for president,
Daniel Ortega, acts as if his election rival is ROnald Reagan. He tells a
huge crowd of Sandinistas that Reagan will win the American elections and
to expect an invasion from the Yankees. Near Nicaragua's northern and
southern border, the elections are secondary to the war against the
anti-Sandinista rebels, who have been armed by the CIA. Nicaraguans expect
even heavier fighting, and they wait to see if more years of Sandinista
rule and closer ties to Cuba and the Soviet Union will lead to a conflict
with its powerful neighbor to the no;;;g, the United States.(NBC-11, CBS-11)
