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OPEN LETTER TO BUSINESSMEN
IN THE GREATER NEW YORK AREA

If you were asked to consider International
Communism as a competitive corporation and judge
its future prospects by standard business methods,
would your conclusions justify complacency or
concern? Relevant subjects for consideration would
be: (1) past achievements; (2) present assets;

(3) management; (4) future plans. Lenin began
Bolshevism with about seventeen supporters in
1903, His Party conquered Russia with about 40,000
members in 1917. Today his Party has conquered
more than one billion people. This is exceptional
achievement by any standard of judgment.

International Communism today can 1list the
following assets:

1. 1,000,000,000 slaves.

2. The economic¢ product of the labor of this
billion, which it can exploit from the
vantage point of monopoly.

3. Multiple-megaton thermonuclear devices,
ballistic missiles, missile-~bearing sub-
marines, enormous military resources.

4, A network of universities to train their
management personnel for all countries.

5. 300,000 trained espionage agents.

6. Vast advertising program utilizing maga-
zines, newspapers, books and radio programs
in major languages of the world.

7. An established sales force in every
country.

Their management is thoroughly trained,
tested, experienced, and of proven loyalty. Their
future plans are announced—the conquest of the
entire world., If they succeed, and they are con-
fident they will, your personal losses will be
enormous. These include: 1. All your assets;

2. Your positions in business and society;

3. Your religious freedom; 4. Your family;

5. Possibly your life. As Che Guevara, Communist
Cuban leader, said on May 25, 1962, "The
imperialist and monopolist enemy (U.S.A.) is not
going to be defeated until the last of its
magnates goes to jail, at least, or to the
gallows, because that's the only way the defeat of
imperialism can be made final." The defeat of
Communism is your major business responsibility.
The minimum requirement is knowledge of the enemy.

OPEN LETTER TO ALL CITIZENS
ON THE TREATMENT OF COMMUNISM

Accurate diagnosis is the foundation for
effective treatment of any.,disorder. When the
sufferer from an ailment is not responding to the
prescribed treatment, it may be inadequate to
merely increase the dosage of medication. A new
diagnostic approach may be needed. A study of the
nature of Communism provides the basis for a new
direction_in treatment.

Communism operates under twin imperatives:
(1) It must come to power by deception; (2) It
mist remain in power by force.

This is so because Communism is in conflict
with human nature. Communism is a system of
dictatorship: man desires to be free. Given a
clear choice between economic security with
slavery and economic insecurity with freedom, the
overwhelming majority will choose to be free and
face the consequences. Today's world is divided
into three major areas: (1) under Communist
dictatorship; (2) neutral; (3) the Western
Alliance.

In the first group, Communism imposes its will
on the people by force. In the second group,
Communism is advancing by deceit; it exploits the
nationalism, resentment and economic under-
privilege of each area to advance Communism to
power. In the third group, the formal appeal of
Communism is static¢ or waning, and Communism
concentrates on immobilization and demoralization
while the advance continues in the ex-colonial
nations. An understanding of these principles
would provide a rationale for a dynamic offensive
for freedom. The most effective weapon against
deception is knowledge.
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OPEN LETTER TO PARENTS
IN THE GREATER NEW YORK AREA

As you plan, work and sacrifice for the future
well-being of your children, are you taking for
granted the most important problem of all—the
survival of Constitutional Democracy and the
Government of Law? The problems demanding your
attention include your child's: (1) Education;

(2) Future family life; (3) Economic security;
(4) Character development; (5) Religious training.

To provide the best, you support the finest
schools, take insurance policies, encourage the
activity of church and synagogue, support cultural
and charitable causes, and worry about friends
and marriage and associated problems. All sacri-
fice and prudent planning will be vain if the
plans of Communism to conquer the world and kidnap
your child succeed. The possibility of this
result cannot be ignored. The past record of the
conquest of 1,000,000,000 since 1917 demands that
future plans be considered seriously.

If Communism wins, these results will follow:

1. Education will be replaced by rigid indoc-
trination to mold vour child into the pre-
determined pattern.

2. Family loyvalties and emotional ties will be
destroyed. Your child will be trained to be
an informer on his parents, brothers and
sisters for the Communist State.

3. The economic security granted to the
inmates of a prison will remove the need
for personal initiative and devotion.

4. Your child's moral character will be
twisted to the hideous devices of the
Communist dialectic.

5. He will be taught atheism, materialism and
worship of the Communist Party, and his
religious liberty will die.

The defeat of Communism is the most urgent of
all tasks for the well-being of your child. This
task cannot be left to others. To be effective,
you need knowledge of the enemy.

OPEN LETTER TO YOUTH

The Communists have announced to all the world
that your future 1life will be lived in a Com-
munist State. In your planning for the future,
have you given adequate attention to the possi-
bility that this is no idle boast? It is hard to
ignore or treat lightly the future plans of those
whose past achievements dwarf achievements of all
others. Communism has conquered 1,000,000,000
since 1917, If Communism should succeed, you
would lose:

1. All civil liberties.

2. The right to choose your own job or

profession,

3. The right to move freely from place to
place.

4. The right to associate with those com-
panions you deem compatible.

5. Freedom of speech, with the resulting right
to eriticize the Government and its
leaders.

6. The opportunity to work from improvement
of social or economic injustice.

Very few Americans would deliberately choose
such a life, but it may come without their choice.
Many years of intense study are given to prepara-
tion for your future career. Does not the preser-
vation of the right to make a career merit the
expenditure of some time and energy? Are you still
content to leave your future destiny in the hands
of the older members of the community? Is their
past record cause for complete confidence on your
part? If the older generation fails, do you not
have to pay the price of many of the best years of
your life in uniform, with the possibility of the
loss of life itself? Your idealism and fresh
approach is needed in the battle to defeat Com-
munism. The first step is to thoroughly understand
the enemy. You must learn his philosophy,
morality, tactics, objectives and organization.
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Reports of Dr. Schwarz’ Anti-Communist Crusade

Dr. Schwarz and W. E. Pietsch, an
old-time radio evangelist, were co-founders
of the Crusade. Dr. Schwarz, who was
executive director, succeeded to the presi-
dency after Mr. Pietsch died in 1960.

Money taken in by the Crusade, which
now has its headquarters in Long Beach,
California, was listed as follows:

(The accounting was shifted in 1955 from
a June 1-May 3l basis to a January 1-
December 31 basis.)

The Crusade spent $223,788 last year
for administrative costs, including salaries
of about thirty staff members, travel
expenses and rent for branch offices,
according to its report. The top salary
was $7,800, paid to James D. Colbert,
Vice-President. Dr. Schwarz received a
salary of $5,000. His wife, who is secretary
of the Australian branch, gets $450 a
month.

Dr. Schwarz, who spends ten months of
the year traveling about the United States,
lives on an expense account while in this
country.

Travels 100,000 Miles

“My home here is a hotel room in
whatever city I happen to be”, he said.
He estimated that he traveled more than
100,000 miles annually, making speeches
and arranging rallies and schools of anti-
Communism.

Dr. Schwarz is staying here at the Prince
George Hotel, 14 East 28th Street, in a
single room while arranging for Thursday’s
Garden rally and the five-day Greater New
York School of Anti-Communism to be
conducted at Carnegie Hall beginning
August 27th.

Admission to the Madison Square Garden
rally is from $1 for a balcony seat to
$250 for a patron’s box of eighteen seats.
Registration for the school is $20, with
half price for students and clergymen.

Dr. Schwarz denied a charge made by
Stanley Mosk, California Attorney General,
that the Crusade was “patriotism for
profit”.

He scored as “fantastic distortions” figures
used by the Attorney General in a recent
West Coast television talk. Dr. Schwarz
said he had publicly challenged Mr. Mosk
to bring formal proceedings against him
or the Crusade.

On the basis of receipts and contributions
—a gross of $311,253 and an alleged net
profit of $214,737—in the ninety days fol-
lowing a big Crusade rally in Los Angeles
last June, Mr. Mosk had said ‘“there would
be a million dollars a year—in just one
city”.

Calling this "a ridiculous projection’,
Dr. Schwarz said the rallies and schools
usually stimulated a heavy flow of contri-
butions immediately thereafter, which later
dwindled.

The Crusade is tax-exempt. It's sales of
literature and tickets of admission are also
exempt from sales taxes and Federal admis-
sion taxes. Contributions are tax deductible.
The Internal Revenue Service, which denied
the organization's request for tax exemption
in 1955, granted it the following year on
the basis that the Crusade was “operated
exclusively for religious and educational
services.

Dr. Schwarz said the $5,000 salary was
his sole income. The Schools of Anti-
Communism in the various cities are billed
$100 for each of his lectures, but the
money goes to the parent organization, the
Christian Anti-Communism Crusade. Dr.
Schwarz will give ten lectures at the
school in this city in August.

Royalties tfo Crusade

All royalties on Dr. Schwarz’ books go
to the Crusade. His “"You Can Trust the
Communists (To Be Communists),” pub-
lished by Prentice-Hall, Inc., at $2.95 and
now also in paperback, has sold nearly
1,000,000 copies.

The Crusade recently sent paperback
copies to 280,000 ministers, priests and
rabbis in the United States. Prentice-Hall
donated 200,000 copies. Purchase of the
80,000 others and distribution of the entire
lot cost the Crusade $45,000. Dr. Schwarz
said he estimated the royalties on his books
were bringing the Crusade about $20,000
a year.

The Crusade spent $390,000 last year
in what it described as “domestic mis-
sionary work” and $234,560 in foreign
missionary work. The domestic part included
printing, promotional work, expenses of the
schools and part of the salary and traveling
expense costs.

Dr. Schwarz said that most of the
schools did not pay their own way through
registration fees, but stimulated interest in
the Crusade and thus led to contributions.
He said also that the sales of books, taped
talks and anti-Communist films showed a
deficit last year of $33,415. This was
because some of the items are sold below
cost.

The foreign work, being expanded this
year, is carried on in about a dozen
countries. T he greatest single foreign
expenditure last year was $152,615, sent
to India.

This included $58,000 for a rotary press
and a building to enlarge the distribution
of “The Voice of Kerala”, a daily news-
paper the Crusade has been subsidizing for
nearly three years. It has a circulation now
of 29,000 in an area where the Communists
formerly were in control and still very
strong.

Also, $5,000 was used for an anti-Com-
munist book in Kerala. Ten thousand dol-
lars went to purchase property for a home
for orphan boys in Secunderabad in Andhra
State, and additional amounts for the suste-
nance of fifty boys and their teachers.
Other sums were spent on literature and
in support of native organizations.

In India, as in other countries, the
Crusade avoids controlling or appearing to
control the local institutions it aids.

But British Guiana, where Dr. Schwarz
sent $37,067 for three native teams to
distribute literature, show films and make
speeches against Communism, Prime Min-
ister Cheddi B. Jagan accused the United
States-based Crusade of working for the
opposition of his People’s Progressive
party.

“We didn't support any political party”,
said Dr. Schwarz. “We just fought Com-
munism’’.

In Australia, the only country outside
the United States where the Crusade has
a permanent branch office, $18,225 was
spent. In Australia, a small amount of
money is raised locally. The paid staff
includes, besides Mrs. Schwarz, a director
at $400 a month. Most of the current work
in Australia is distribution of literature and
subsidizing Dr. Schwarz’ book.

In Japan, where $11,974 was sent last
year, the book has been translated into
Japanese and help is being given to student
organizations opposed to Communism.

Lesser amounts were spent in other coun-
tries. A comic book in Spanish, distributed
widely in Mexico, has colored cartoons of
Communist soldiers prodding a priest with
a bayonet, a whip-flourishing woman with
hammer and sickle on her uniform threaten-
ing helpless children, and a group of slave
laborers, one of whom is being lashed by
a guard. The Crusade also paid for 3,000
copies of Dr. Schwarz' book in Spanish
for Mexican distribution.

Dr. Schwarz took note of criticisms made
in some quarters that the Crusade was
subsidized by ultra-conservative wealthy
men or their corporations and that it was
conditioning its followers for membership
in rightist organizations like the John Birch
Society.

Asserting that no more than five per cent
of its direct contributions came from wealthy
individuals or corporations, he said that the
Crusade had depended solely upon the
“pure grass-roots support’” of thousands of
small contributors until 1957. Then the
Allen-Bradley Company of Milwaukee, a
manufacturing concern, printed at its own
expense and distributed the text of Dr.
Schwarz' testimony before the House Com-
mittee on un-American Activities on the
dangers of Communism. He said ~ Allen-
Bradley had since contributed $10,000 a
year to the Crusade.

An unsolicited check for $5,000 from
Patrick J. Frawley Jr., who heads a com-
plex of big companies, resulted in Mr.
Frawley's identification with the Crusade.
He later became chairman of the Southern
California School of Anti-Communism. Mr.
Frawley now gives $30,000 to the Crusade.

The Schick Safety Razor Company, one
of the companies headed by Mr. Frawley,
paid for televising in the Los Angeles area
the Crusade’s Hollywood Bowl rally at
which motion picture stars appeared last
October.
