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Thia review will focus on "the question of United States 
strategy toward the continuing Kampuchean problem, and its 
relationship to United States policy toward other regional 
actors such as China, ASEAN, Vietnam, Laos and to a lesser 
extent Australia and Japan. At a minimum, the review will 
cover the following topics: 
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United States interests affected by the situation in 
Kampuchea, including the United States relationships 
with ASEAN, China, Vietnam, Laos, regional security
