AUSTIN, Texas (Tim Sheehy, UPI) -- Spurred by late returns from his 
home town, state senator Lloyd Doggett came from behind to defeat Rep. 
Kent Hance in a runoff to choose the Texas Democrat who will battle to 
claim the seat Sen. John Tower has held for 23 years. Doggett, with 
50. 03% of the vote to Hance's 49. 97%, claimed a proabable victory and 
Hance immediately called for a recount.
