The President today signed the following legislation:

H.J. Res. 210 which designates a medical services facility at the
University of Maryland as the "Charles McC. Mathias, Jr., National
Study Center for Trauma and Emergency Medical System;"

H.J. Res. 555 which designates the week beginning November 24,
1986, as "National Family Caregivers Week;"

H.J. Res. 588 which desigrnates January 28, 1987, as a "National Day
of Excellence;"

H.J. Res. 617 which designates the week of September 21, 1986, as
"National Adult Day Care Center Week," (This bill was received at
the White House on October 8, 1986.);

H.J. Res. 635 which designates the school year of 198€-1987 as
"National Year of the Teacher," and designates January 28, 1987, as
"Natioral Teacher Appreciation Day;"

H.J. Res. 678 which designates Octcber 1986 as "Crack/Cocaine
Awareness Month;"

H.J. Res. 686 which designates August 12, 1987, as "National Civil
Rights Dav;"

H.J. Res. 741 which designates March 1987 as "Developmental
Disabilities Awareness Month;"

H.R. 4545 which authorizes appropriations for the American Folklife
Center in the Library of Congress;

H.R. 4718 which provides additional peralties for fraud and related
activities in connection with computers;

H.R. 5522 which authorizes the United States Information Agency
(USIA) to release to any museumr located in the United States
objects owned by the USIA that are on display at the 86 Expo in
Vancouver, British Columbia, Carnada;

S. 2062 which designates a Federal building and courthouse to be
constructed in Newark, New Jersey, as the "Martin Luther King, Jr.
Federal Building and Unlted States Courthouse;"

S. 2788 which designates a Federal Building in San Diego,
California, as the "Jacob Weinberger Federal Building;"

S. 2884 which amends the Fair Labor Standards Act to (1) simplify
the systen for establishing wages paid to handicapped employees in
sheltered workshops below the Federal minimum wage rate and (2)
establish procedural due process safeguards regarding the wages
paid to those employees;
