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RESOLUTION OF THE USSR SUPREME SOVIET 

ON THE RESULTS OF THE SOVIET~AMERICAN SUMMIT 
IN GENEVA AND THE INTERNATIONAL SITUATION 

The Supreme Soviet of the Union of Soviet Socialist 
Republics, upon bearing and discussing Comrade M. S.Gorbachev's 
report "On the results of the .Soviet-American summit meeting 

in Geneva and tb e international situation'', resolves: 

Fully to approve tbe activities of the General Sec retary 

of the CPSU Centra l Committee , member of the Presidium of 

the USSR Supreme Soviet Comrade M. S.Gorbachev in implementing 

tbe Leninist peaceloving foreign policy of the Soviet Union 
at the meeting with President of the United States R.Reagan, he ld 

in Geneva on November 19-21, 1985 . 
The USSR Supreme Soviet notes tbat at tbe present crucial 

stage in international relations, in conditions when mankind 

faces the choice between survival and the threat of annihilation, 
the Soviet-American summit meeting was necessary and useful. 

Considering the special responsibility of th e USSR and 
the United States in the cause of preserving peace the USSR 

Supreme Soviet regards as yery important the mutual understan­
ding reached by the leaders of the two powers and expressed in 

tbe Soviet-American joint statement, that a nuclear war cannot 

be won and must never be fought . Also of principled significance 

is the acknowledgement by both sides of the importance of 

preventing any war between them - whether nuclear or conventio­
nal, and the proposition that they will not seek to achieve 

military superiority . 
It did not prov e possible at that meeting to find soluti ons 

to th e key issues involved in the task of ending the arms race 
and strengthening peace , and major differences on principled 
problems continue to exist between the Soviet Union and the Uni­
ted States. But the results of the meeting create the possibility 
of moving on from the present state of dangerous confrontation to 
a constructive search for ways of normalizing Soviet-American 

re l ations and improving the international situation as a whole . 
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Called upon to facilitate this are the unders t andings on 

continuing meetings between the leaders of the USSR and the United 

States and on intensifying tbe dialogue at other levels, exchanges 
and contacts in bilateral relations, on stepping up work at the 

Geneva talks on nuclear and space arms with the aim of preventing 
an arms race in space and stopping it on earth, on imparting new 
impulses to efforts in other directions of arms limitation and 

reduct.ion . 
The Soviet Union will do all it can to translate these under­

standings into practical deeds and expresses the hope that the 

Unite.ct States of America wi11 · display a similar responsible 

approach. 
The USSR Supreme Soviet believes that what is urgently needed 

at present is mutual restraint, renunciation of any actions that 
would create obstacles in the way of the talks, a strict and good 

faith compliance with t~e existing agreements in the area of arms 
limitation and first of all with the 1972 Treaty between tba USS? 
and the ·united States on the limitation of ABl'1 systems which is 
of unlimited duratio·n and constitutes an important basis of s t rate­
gic stability, of the entire process of limiting and reducing 
nuclear arms. Keeping outer space free from weapons is of decisive 
importance for achieving agreements on radical reductions of nuclear 

arms and , in the long run, - their full liquidation by all nuclear 
state.s. 

The USSR Supreme Soviet confirms the Soviet Union's readiness 
to extend the moratorium it has imposed on all nuclear explosions 
if the United States makes a similar step, and also to start 
immediate talks on the conclusion of an international treaty on 
the general and complete prohibition of nuclear tests. 

The USSR Supreme Soviet declares that the Soviet Union will 
further firmly and purposefully pursue its principled policy of 
removing the nuclear threat and developing international relations 
in the spirit of peaceful coexistence and detente. 

In the struggle for a turn for the better in world affairs 
the USSR will further closely interact with its Warsaw Treaty 
allies, with all countries of the Socialist Community, facilitating 
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in every way the strengthening of their unity, cohesion and 

solidarity, building up and i mproving all-round cooperation. 
The Soviet Union remains true t o i ts policy of f r iendly coo­

peration with the newly independent states which are making a 
growing contribution to t he preservation of universal peace. Its 
sympathies are entirely on the s i de of the peoples struggli ng for 
the implementation of their inalienable right independently and 
freely to shape their destiny, for independence and social progress. 

The Soviet Union is a strong advocate of enhancing trust 
between all states, of developing equal, mutually advantageous and

constructive cooperation between them irrespective of differences 
in socio-political systems. Consistently coming out in favor of 
removing and averting seats of tension, the USSR proceeds from the 
premise that even the most acute and complex problems can and must 
be resolved by political means, through negotiations. 

Such policy, and th~ USSR delegation's activities at the 
Soviet-American meeting in Geneva were a vivid manifestation.of 
it, enjoys the ardent support of Soviet people, the unanimous 
approval of the Soviet Union's friends and allies, the extensive 
understanding of responsible statesmen and politicians, and is 
being viewed with hope by the peoples of the world. 

The USSR Supreme Soviet is deeply convinced tha t t he Soviet 
people, advancing as they are to an important event i n t he country's 
life - the 27th Congress of the CPSU - will achieve through bard 
work new landmarks in soci alist construction, i n strengthening the 
motherland's economic and defense might, in social and cultural 
development of the society. This is the reliable foundation of t he 
Soviet Union's policy of peace. 

The USSR Supreme Soviet expresses the hope that all govern­
ments, parliaments and peoples will multiply the i r effor ts in the 
struggle against the arms r ace, especially for preventing it in 
outer space, for the cause of peace and international security.
