STATEMENTS AND COMMUNIQUES

July 18-23, 1955

A Directive from the Four Heads of Government to their
Foreign Ministers, released on July 23, instructed the
latter to meet in Geneva in the autumn of 1955 to
continue discussions on disarmament. The Directive
was jointly drafted and agreed to during the summit.

No final joint communiqué was issued at the summit.

On July 25, President Eisenhower reported on the
summit meeting in a radio and television broadcast to
the nation. Secretary of State Dulles gave his

appraisal of the meeting during a news conference in
Washington on July 26.

Camp David, September 26-27, 1959

A joint statement was issued on September 15 following
the two leaders' initial meeting at the White House.

An unsigned joint statement, negotiated during the
summit, was issued on September 27 at the conclusion
of the summit. It indicated that the talks had not
been undertaken to negotiate issues, and reiterated
the formal agenda agreed to in advance by Secretary of
State Herter and Foreign Minister Gromyko. The
document noted that progress had been made in the area
of cultural exchange and that certain agreements could
be expected in the near future. It also reported that
the two powers had reached an understanding to resume
negotiations on Berlin.
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- During the summit, the two leaders agreed that they
would verbally and separately confirm that the
"deadline" set by Khrushchev for Berlin talks had been
suspended. Eisenhower made such an indication during
a news conference on September 28. Khrushchev
confirmed Eisenhower's account the following day
during a news conference in Moscow.

Paris, May 16-17, 1960

- No final joint communiqué was issued at the summit,

- The Three Heads of the Western States issued a
communiqué on May 17 commenting upon the causes of the
meeting's collapse.

-- President Eisenhower reported to the nation on the
meeting in a May 25 television and radio broadcast.

Vienna, June 3-4, 1961

- Chairman Khrushchev on June 4 handed to President
Kennedy an aide-mémoire on Berlin and a second
aide-mémoire discussing proposals for control of
nuclear testing and reiterating previous proposals for
general and complete disarmament. The United States
responded to the latter aide-mémoire in a diplomatic
note to the Soviet Ministry of Foreign Affairs on June

| 17. :

- A brief unsigned joint statement issued at the
conclusion of the summit on June 4 listed topics
discussed and indicated that President Kennedy and
Chairman Khrushchev had reaffirmed their support for
Laotian neutrality and recognized the importance of a
cease-fire in that country.

-- President Kennedy reported to the nation on his talks

in Paris, London, and Vienna over radio and television
on June 6.

Glassboro, New Jersey, June 23 and 25, 1967

-- President Johnson and Premier Kosygin issued
unilateral statements at the conclusion of both the
June 23 and the June 25 meetings. Johnson's

statements listed topics discussed by the two,
indicated agreement on the importance of achieving a
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non-proliferation treaty, and noted progress made in
improving understanding. Kosygin on June 23 thanked
the President for arranging the meeting and indicated
he had nothing to add to Johnson's statement. On June
25, Kosygin noted that the talks had provided an
opportunity to compare positions.

No final joint communiqué was issued.

At the conclusion of the discussions the White House
issued a written report to the nation on the talks.
Kosygin held a press conference at Glassboro.

Moscow, May 22-30, 1972

On May 26 an unsigned joint communiqué regarding the
Joint U.S.-U.S.S.R. Commercial Commission was issued.

A document entitled Basic Principles of Relations
Between the United States of America and the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics was signed by President
Nixon and General Secretary Brezhnev on May 29.

A lengthy unsigned joint communiqué, most of which had
been negotiated beforehand, was issued on May 29 and
described agreements and positions of the two nations

on the various international issues discussed at the
summit.

President Nixon reported on the summit in an address

to the Congress, broadcast to the nation over radio
and television on June 1.

Washington and San Clemente, June 18-25, 1973

Moscow,

A lengthy joint U.S.-Soviet communiqué, most of which
had been negotiated beforehand, was signed by the two
leaders on June 24 at San Clemente and released on
June 25, It described agreements and positions of the
two nations on the various international issues
discussed at the summit.

June 28-July 3, 1974

A Joint Statement on the Dangers of Military Use of
Environmental Modification was signed by the two
leaders and issued on July 3.
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A lengthy joint communiqué, most of which had been
negotiated beforehand, was signed by the two leaders
on July 3. It described agreements and positions of
the two nations on the various international issues
discussed at the summit.

President Nixon reported to the nation on the meeting

in a television and radio broadcast upon his return on
July 3.

Vladivostok, November 23-24, 1974

A Joint U.S.-Soviet Statement on Strategic Offensive
Arms Limitation, issued on November 24, outlined the
agreement in principle reached by the two sides at
Vliadivostok on future SALT negotiations. The
statement was later supplemented by an exchange of
aides-mémoire recording the details of the
understanding.

A Joint U.S.-Soviet communiqué, most of which had been
negotiated beforehand, was signed by President Ford
and General Secretary Brezhnev on November 24. The
document described agreements and positions of the two
nations on the several international issues discussed
at the meeting.

Helsinki, July 30 and August 2, 1975

Vienna,

No final joint statement or communiqué was issued at
this summit.

June 15-18, 1979

On. June 16 General Secretary Brezhnev handed President
Carter a statement concerning the backfire bomber.

A Joint Statement of Principles and Basic Guidelines
for Subsequent Negotiations on the Limitation of
Strategic Arms was signed by President Carter and
General Secretary Brezhnev, on June 18.

A Joint U.S.-Soviet communiqué, negotiated prior to
the summit, was signed by President Carter and General
Secretary Brezhnev on June 18 at the conclusion of
their meetings. The lengthy communiqué described the
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- positions and agreements of the two sides on the
various issues discussed at the summit.

-—- On June 18, President Carter reported on the summit

meeting in an address before a joint session of
Congress, broadcast live on radio and television.
