During consideration of the Defense Appropriations bill in 
the House, an amendment to strike funds for 12 MX missiles 
passed 211-208. Later, the House reversed its position 
and defeated the amendment 210-214. 

In conversations with Members on these votes, Congressman 
Lott also received a request from Congressman Stangeland 
for an opportunity to discuss critical farm issues with the 
President. Congressman Lott agreed to seek such a meeting 
and this event will fulfill his commitment to Mr. 
Stangeland. 

Arlan Stangeland won a speci.al election in 1977 to replace 
Bob Bergland, who became Secretary of Agriculture in the 
previous Administration. He has held the heavily Democratic 
district since, normally winning by razor-thin margins. 
However, in 1984, Stangeland won reelection with 57 percent 
of the vote. 

A farmer by occupation, he serves on the Agriculture 
Committee where his principal interest has been providing 
favorable conditions for the wheat and grain farmers who 
populate his rural district.

We can expect the bipartisan leadership discussion on the debt 
ceiling to center on the Gramm-Rudman proposal. As you did 
in last Friday's GOP leadership meeting, you should stress 
these points: 

1. You support the concept of Gramm-Rudman, which will 
force the Congress to a balanced budget over a 
period of six years. 

2. Congress must not make a major cutback in defense 
just before you go to Geneva. 

3. The leadership has time to produce an acceptable 
Gramm-Rudman compromise in the debt ceiling conference 
and can pass both by Thursday. (Some people on the 
Hill will urge that the conferees drop Gramm-Rudman 
and pass a clean debt ceiling extension. We should 
not encourage them at this point.) 

4. While the Senate version of Gramm-Rudman is substantially 
better than the House version, we need to improve the 
Senate bill in conference. We have avoided an endorse­
ment of the Senate-passed package; instead, we are working 
on new modifications that Senate Republicans will present 
to the conference.

II. BACKGROUND 

Obviously, there is considerable congressional interest 
regarding your upcoming trip to Geneva. This meeting will 
give the congressional leaders an opportunity to ask questions 
about your plans and to review with them the Administration's 
policies, will help solidify bipartisan support for your 
efforts, and will help maintain support for your policies 
post-Geneva. 

This meeting will also provide an opportunity for you to 
stress the need for congressional extension of the debt ceiling 
prior to midnight Thursday, November 14. Unless the Congress 
acts, the United States Government would be faced with its 
first default in history. 

There are several other issues that might be raised. The 
Gramm-Rudman-Hollings proposal is in conference as an 
amendment to the debt ceiling. Most Republicans believe 
that the Gramm-Rudman proposal is a good mechanism to force 
action to reduce the deficit immediately. However, there 
continue to be many questions about how the process would work 
and what impact it would have on various programs, including 
defense. The current Continuing Resolution also expires this 
week and the Congress will probably pass another short-term 
extension. 

Also bogged down in the legislative process are the farm bill, 
reconciliation, tax reform, Superfund, and most of the appropria­
tions bills. Many of these bills include time-sensitive matters, 
i.e., farm programs, cigarette tax extension, etc. While the 
congressional leadership is pushing for early December adjourn­
ment, the backlog of work is growing and is starting to cause 
serious problems for the Administration.

TALKING POINTS 

I am delighted to have the opportunity to outline my 

goals as we approach the Geneva meetings with General 

Secretary Gorbachev. With your help, we have restored 

America's strength and international standing, and I 

go to Geneva with a sense of confidence about America's 

future. I also go with no illusions about Soviet intentions 

and fundamental differences separating us. 

Our broader objective is to instill greater realism and 

stability in the u.s.-soviet relationship. In the 

1950's, we went through a cold war -- or a period of 

open hostility -- and later it became fashionable to 

think we could change the Soviet Union. Neither of 

these two precepts are appropriate guides on which to 

base our policy toward the USSR. 

We must recognize that our relationship is, and will be, 

competitive. But I am determined to ensure that this 

inevitable competition remains peaceful. As a first 

step, we need to establish a problem-solving process 

and a framework for resolving issues. 

Toward this end, we are bringing a broad agenda to Geneva, 

focusing on full spectrum of U.S.-Soviet relations. We 

have four primary areas on our agenda: regional conflicts, 

bilateral relations, human rights and arms control. While 

the key objective in meeting Gorbachev will be to chart 



a realistic course for further discussion among arms 

negotiators aimed at achieving drastic reductions in 

modern arsenals, I will address all aspects of our 

relationship. At the same time, we are not making any 

artificial linkage among these issues. 

As you know, George and Bud were in Moscow last week 

and will give you a report on their meetings. They returned 

from Geneva neither pessimistic nor optimistic. But we 

clearly have our work cut out for us. I also wish to 

emphasize that we do not see Geneva as an end in itself, 

but rather a key part of an ongoing process. 

As we move ahead, your advice and bipartisan support is 

of paramount importance. We need to show the Soviet 

Union that the American people stand together in support 

of democratic values and respect for human rights as 

bases for American policies around the world. Now I 

will call on George, and Bud may wish to add some remarks. 

Then we would welcome your comments. 

(George Shultz and Bud McFarlane make remarks 
to be followed by open discussion.) 

I'm planning on a nationwide speech Thursday night to 

talk about our upcoming trip to Geneva. Hopefully, 

I won't have to explain to the American people that 

the Congress has forced the United States to default 

on its payments for the first time in history. 



The Congress must pass a debt ceiling extension by 

November 14. Not to do so would be tragic and totally 

irresponsible. 

I'm going to call on Jim Baker to explain what will 

face us all if we fail to pass the debt ceiling bill. 

(Jim Baker is called upon to make comments.}

II. BACKGROUND 

During consideration of the Defense Appropriations bill in 
the House, an amendment to strike funds for 12 MX missiles 
passed 211-208. Later, the House reversed its position 
and defeated the amendment 210-214. 

In conversations with Members on these votes, Congressman 
Lott also received a request from Congressman Stangeland 
for an opportunity to discuss critical farm issues with the 
President. Congressman Lott agreed to seek such a meeting 
and this event will fulfill his commitment to Mr. 
Stangeland. 

Arlan Stangeland won a special election in 1977 to replace 
Bob Bergland, who became Secretary of Agriculture in the 
previous Administration. He has held the heavily Democratic 
district since, normally winning by razor-thin margins. 
However, in 1984, Stangeland won reelection with 57 percent 
of the vote. 

A farmer by occupation, he serves on the Agriculture 
Committee where his principal interest has been providing 
favorable conditions for the wheat and grain farmers who 
populate his rural district.
