Dear Bud:

USIA is actively preparing for the November meeting in Geneva
between the President and General Secretary Gorbachev. The
attachment describes in detail what the Agency has done, what we
plan on doing, and what we suggest might be done during the run-up
to the meeting.

I draw your attention especially to Tab A, starting on page two,
which is a description of the programs and products we are

planning. The Initiatives section, starting on page five, presents
a number of proposals for additional activities, most of which can
be carried out by USIA, but some of which require White House, NSC,
and State Department assistance. We will, of course, coordinate all
our activities with Jack Matlock.

Tabs B through D in the attachment describe Soviet propaganda on the
Geneva meeting and where it fits into the general pattern of
worldwide propaganda. Tab E is a list of significant events and
dates which may help or complicate our preparations for the meeting.

Concrete guidance “from the White House on what to do and say will of
course be indispensable for our programs, as well as continuing
adequate advance notice of statements, press conferences, briefings,
consultations with allied governments, texts of byliners, etc. If
we are to be effective, senior officials must be made available for
programs such as Worldnet and Foreign Press Center briefings.

USIA ACTIVITIES FPOR THE LEADUP TO THE GENEVA MEETING

COMPLETED AGENCY PROJECTS

The Agency has produced, is producing, or plans to produce a
continuous flow of supporting products for the November meeting.
Between January and August of this year, for example, Agency
programming elements produced 864 items on U.S.-Soviet relatioms;
179 items on summit meetings; 986 items on arms control, SDI, and
CBW; 364 items on human rights; and well over a thousand items on
multilateral issues such as peace in the Middle East, Central
America, etc. We have also produced 348 items on Gorbachev
(compared with 1,838 on the President).

VOA plans additional editorials
to coincide with the release of the document on Soviet strategic
defense programs, Soviet ABM efforts, advanced technologies which
the Soviets have adapted for their ongoing ABM efforts, and Soviet
propaganda against SDI against the background of the Soviet

program. Editorials will continue to respond to Soviet charges
against the U.S. on these and other issues, and comment on behavior
that is objectionable.

VOA's Current Affairs Division plans to air programs on the
Grobachev pre—-Genmeva propaganda campaign, a look at past U.S.-Soviet
sumnits, the new generation of Soviet leaders and long-term U.S.
policy toward the Soviet Union. A Focus program may also discuss
areas of cooperatidén between the U.S. and the USSR, such as health,
housing, etc.

The Russian Service and Ukrainian Service plan to do a series of

SOVIET PUBLIC STATEMENTS ON THE REAGAN-~GORBACHEV MEETING

Soviet internal and external media have provided a low-key but steady stream
of commentary on the upcoming Reagan—Grobachev meeting. The main themes of
the commentary have been fully consistent with past stated policy and
propaganda on U.S.-Soviet relations. No new themes have been noted. The
basic themes are:

o The U.S. is responsible for the poor state of Soviet-American relatioms.
The U.S. has ignored or worked actively against repeated Soviet attempts
to lower tensions and improve relations. Unilateral Soviet steps to
advance arms control negotiations — the INF, ASAT, and nuclear test
moratoria, as well as no-first-use pledge -- have not been reciprocated or
have been blatantly defied, as in the U.S. test of a nuclear device just
days after the Soviet declaration of a moratorium on tests.

o The U.S. was forced to agree to the talks by domestic and Allied pressure
(as well as doubts and fears about SDI). New Soviet initiatives and the
desire for improved relations —— always present -— made the meeting
possible.

o The "political will" to make the talks a success must be present. All
things are possible with it; nothing is possible without it.

o The main agenda items will be dampening the arms race, reducing or
eliminating nuclear weapons, and the prevention of the spread of the arms
race into space., "Marginal” issues such as the resumption of Aeroflot
flights, the opening of consultates, and the new general agreement on
exchanges may also be discussed.

o The USSR wants the talks to succeed, but will not sacrifice its security
to do so. The U.S. should not believe that an aggressive approach will
force the Soviets td be more accomodating. The USSR will never permit the
U.S. to gain military superiority.

Soviet media commentary alwavs refer to the meeting as a "summit.” To date,
no Soviet commentator has discussed or evem acknowledged the stated U.S.
;Eénda for the meeting. Instead, the "summit” will concern almost solely
measures to prevent nuclear war and the spread of the arms race to space.
There has been no discussion of the President's physical ability to conduct
the talks. There has been almost no commentary on Mr. Gorbachev's personal
role in the meeting.

Secondary themes on the meeting include:

o U.S.~Soviet relations have a special but not exclusive role in the overall
international situation. Early commentary on the meeting noted that Mr.
Gorbachev would be meeting with President Mitterrand and then with
President Reagan. Subsequent media coverage has put the U.S.-Soviet
meeting in a more prominent place, but continues to emphasize that the
Soviet Union has European and world-wide interests, and is not obsessed
with U.S.:Soviet relations to the exclusion of all else.

The Soviet Union wants relations with the U.S. to return to normal. There
is no inherent clash of national interests.

U.S. statements and actions have complicated the meeting. Tests of the
Midgetman missile, ASAT, and nuclear devices, and the brouhaha over "spy
dust”™ have cast doubt on U.S. sincerity and desire for agreement.
Interviews and statements by senior U.S. officials cause further doubts.
Unlike the Soviets, the U.S. has shown no restraint in its actions or
statements in anticipation of the meeting.

By striking a harsh pre-"summit” attitude, the U.S. hopes to lower public
expectations and protect the Administration against criticism for its
uncompromising stands.

European publics recognize and appreciate the Soviet attitude toward the
meeting and share Soviet concerns about U.S. intentionms.

Almost all Soviet commentary begins or ends with a lengthy recitation of U.S.
sins, especially in the area of arms control and space weapons. Standard
arguments about SDI, ASAT, and nuclear arms are repeated in the context of the
Geneva meeting.

SOVIET PROPAGANDA SINCE JULY

Despite Mikhail Gorbachev's complaint in his Time magazine interview that
the USSR was showing restraint in its public statements on U.S.-Soviet
relations while the U.S. was not, the Soviets have not let up in their
wholesale criticism of the U.S., its leaders, and their policies. No
U.S. foreign policy statement goes undenounced, no U.S. explanation for
its actions goes unchallenged, no U.S. failure goes untrumpeted, and
almost no U.S. success goes unattributed to brute force -- diplomatic,
economic, political, or military.

The Reagan Administration's foreign policy is portrayed as dominated by
the "military-industrial complex,” driven by imperialist ambitions, and
wholly devoted to dominating the world. The only obstacles to the
Administration's plans are said to be the Soviet Union and its allies,
assisted in some cases by the resistance of indigenous peoples to U.S.

efforts to impose its "diktat”™ directly or through puppet regimes.

In these respects, Soviet propaganda has not varied since long before the
early July announcement of the Geneva meeting between the President and
the General Secretary. Their propaganda continues to pound away at
security issues —- above all, SDI -- and the alleged responsibility of
the United States for the 1lls of the world.

Soviet internal and external propaganda about the United States has
always been dominated by security issues. In recent months, however, SDI
has outstripped any other single issue by far. The themes in the
anti-SDI campaign are well known (it is a further escalation of the arms
race, it extends the arms race to outer space, it is destabilizing, it
will permit the U.S. to deliver a first strike, it is opposed by large
numbers of citizens in the U.S. and abroad, it violat=s the ABM treaty,
it is one more attempt, to gain military superiority over the Soviet
Union, the Soviet Union will never permit this, etc., etc.).

The Soviets have seized upon SDI as a major tool in their attempts to
split the U.S. from its allies; their propaganda emphzsizes the
differences between the U.S. and its allies on SDI and alternatively
portrays U.S. policy as an attempt to force the Europeans to cooperate,
to drain off their scientific expertise, and to render them vulnerable
should SDI succeed in protecting the continental U.S.

The Soviets have made it very clear that SDI and rela:ed arms controls
issues will be foremost on their agenda at the November Geneva meeting.
As the accompanying analysis of Soviet propaganda on the meeting shows,
however, Soviet propaganda has been low-key, almost civil with respect to
the meeting, although there is still considerable doubt cast on U.S.
motivations, intentions, and responsibility for the sorry state of
U.S.-Soviet relations. Nonetheless, with respect to the November
meeting, Gorbachev's claim about the moderate tone of Soviet propaganda
is far closer to being correct that it is in describing the overall tenor
of Soviet commentary on the U.S. and its policies.
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Evidence for the existence of a two-~track treatment of the U.S. is

ample. The accompanying paper describes Soviet treatment of the November
meeting since early July as, overall, being low-key and less polemical by
past Soviet standards. It was business-as—usual with respect to almost
everything else, however. In just the last week of August and the first
week of September, the Soviets charged the U.S. with:

o Refusing to respond to repeated Soviet proposals on nuclear,
chemical, and biological arms reduction, control, or elimination.

o Refusing to agree to moratoria on nuclear tests, INF deployment, and
ASAT development,

o Refusing to negotiate in good faith at Geneva, Stockholm, and Vienna.
o Violating the ABM, nuclear test ban, and SALT treaties.

o Pqphing its European and other allies to participate in SDI.

o Encouraging the proliferation of nuclear weapons,

o Staging dangerous provocations by continuous military exercises with
its NATO and other allies.

o Participating in and encouraging the international drug trade.

o Actively encouraging the government of South Africa in its attempts
to suppress the black population and continue apartheid.

o Organizing, financing, and directing terrorist acts against innocent
people and legitimate govermments ranging from Afghanistan and India
to Angola, Cambodia, El Salvador, and Nicaragua.

o Engaging in psychological warfare against the socialist countries.

o Encouraging conflict in the Middle East and supporting Israeli
aggression.

o Planning and conducting terrorist operations in a aumber of countries.
o Preparing for military intervention in Nicaragua.

o Exerting pressure on a nugber of countries (e.g., Greece, the
Philippines) to maintain or establish bases for U.S. forces.

These examples do not exhaust the Soviet propaganda repertoire and none
of the themes are new., What is important is that there has been little
or no perceivable change in overall Soviet propaganda behavior since the
announcement of the November meeting.

As the time of the meeting between the President and Mr. Gorbachev
approaches, the Soviet propaganda machine will undoubtedly launch a major
campaign in an attempt to put the pressure of European public opinion on
the U.S. to be "reasonable™ at Geneva and accept the Soviet agenda. As
yet, that campaign has not been launched.

August 29 - September 4

RATO Naval Exercises

The "show of force and allied unity”™ is clearly provocative in nature.
“Ocean Hunt 85" reaffirms that the aggressive nature of NATO and its
militarist goals have not altered one iota. And that is why it 1s neces-
sary to increase the people's vigilance and attentively monitor the
schemes of those fond of international provocations and adventures,
(Pravda, September 1)

U.S. Aid for Contras

President Reagan has signed a decree founding an agency for "humani-
tarian” ajid to the Nicaraguan contras. Reagan again made recourse to
cliches about the growing threat to the U.S. from Nicaragua. He did not
miss the chance to present in a crudely distorted light the stand of the
Soviet Union and Cuba in giving economic aid and support to the people of
Nicaragua. (TASS, September 3)

Weinberger American Legion Speech

The speech, as usual, abounded in slanderous fabrications and mendacious
assertions about a mythical "Soviet military threat”™ In this respect,
the fantasies of this unbridled person simply knew no bounds. This
emphasizes that there are forces in the upper echelon of power in the
U.S. that will pay any price to hinder the normalization of Soviet-
American relations and the limitation of the arms race. Caspar
Weinberger is first among their number. (Pravda, Secptember 1)

Adelman Nonmproliferation Conference Speech

The director of ACDA rescrted to the usual phrases z»out the nonprolifer-
ation treatyv's importance in order to conceal recer: reports that the
U.S. had actually grossly violated the treaty, havio: secretly shipped
triggering devices to Israel and Pakistan, as well zs the fact that
Washington was blocking progress at the Soviet-U.S. talks in Geneva and
the work of the conference on disarmament in contravention of the spirit
and the letter of the treaty. (TASS, August 29)

Reagan South Africa Remarks

Embarassment of the Administration and indignation ¢f the U.S. public --
such is the outcome of President Reagan's interview in which he reaf-
firmed the U.S. policy of "comstructive engagement” with South Africa.
The President's closest assistants had to urgently make explanations of
his praises directed to the regime of apartheid and, in particular, his
statements to the effect that segregation had been ostensibly
eliminated. (TASS, August 28)

McFarlane Santa Barbara Speech

McFarlane falsely accused the USSR of carrying out work in the field of
space weapons. He ascribed to the Soviet Union actions to build up chem-
ical weapons and medium-range missiles in Europe; indicted our country
for supporting the national liberation movement; and, of course, did not
omit the "dish of the day,” those notorious "human rights.” 1In this kind
of situation, McFarlane stated innocently, the U.S. has no option but to
take countermeasures. (Pravda, August 25)

“Spy Dust”

It looks as though some people in the United States are very reluctant
for Soviet-U.S. relations to travel the path of pormalization. In this
connection the question of the position of the U.S. Administration itself
arises.

We commend the IG for all its hard work and we concur with the

key policy judgments outlined in the Platt-McFarlane memo dated
September 11, 1985, forwarding the IG study on U.S.-Greek re-

lations. We ask that these key judgments -- to include specific
steps we expect the Papandreou government to take to put meat on
the bones of their stated desire to improve relations -- be

incorporated into the Secretary of State's traditional goals and
objectives letter, i.e., basic instructions to the new Ambassa-
dor. (

While there is obviously agreement on the need to protect clas-
sified information and sensitive technology, there is clearly
disagreement on how best to accomplish this. On the one hand,

the IG study appears to endorse Defense's recommendation for NDPC
review. However, with regard to the recommendation for special
CCL restrictions, given that Greece belongs both to NATO and
COCOM, such a proposal seems excessivg, especially the suggestion

Given the disagreement over export controls and our understanding
that Defense did not submit its recommendations for IG review, we
ask that the IG reconvene to consider Defense's proposals and to
recommend what, if any, new country-specific measures for Greece
are required. Export control experts should also participate in
the IG review.

SUBJECT: U.S. Policy Toward Greece

We have now received the IG paper on U.S. policy toward
Greece (Tab II). It moves the process forward considerably.
The IG agreed on a broad policy framework, i.e., that we
should react positively, but cautiously to Papandreou's more
conciliatory posture. Our paramount objective remains to
presexrve our military presence in Greece beyond 1988. There
is also general agreement on a flexible, but firm policy
toward the Papandreou government. This means that we should

make clear to Papandreou tangible steps that would help put
relations back on an even keel.

While the IG agreed on almost all aspects of our policy
toward Greece, Defense made some last minute proposals for !—3 (
tighter export controls that were not considered by the IG. A'bXD

Most of what Defense is proposing

is already in
place. In my view, special broad export controls for Greece
seriously risk hindering relations. Nonetheless, we do need
to consider Defense's proposal. This could be done by
reconvening the IG, reinforced with export control experts
from the concerned agencies. The IG also needs to take
account of ongoing security work, like the visit to Greece
by the security site survey team; plus independent Greek

steps -- like the recent arrests -- aimed at improving
security.

The attached IG paper on U.S. Policy Toward Greece,
responds to your memorandum of July 30, 1985, expressing the
President's interest in moving cooperatively toward better
relations with Greece. As requested, it recommends both an
overall approach and specific courses of action.

The paper concludes that Prime Minister Papandreou's
current, conciliatory posture suggests we have an opportunity
to shape positively the quality of our relations with Greece
over the next few years. Our paramount objective should be to
preserve our position in Greece beyond 1988. We need also to
demonstrate--~to our allies, public and Congress--that we have
