Dear Tom: 

Thank you for your letter on the impact of the House passed 
budget reconciliation package provision on the alternative 
minimum tax (AMT). As I'm sure you know, we have now reached a 
bi-partisan budget agreement. 

While the agreement does call for revenue raisers, our objective 
is that they will be similar to those in our budget package. In 
addition, the agreement specifically excludes any change in 
marginal tax rates oi any new broad-based taxes such as a sales 
tax or a new excise tax. The President has made very clear that 
he won't hesitate to veto any final package that strays from 
these principles.
