Thank vou for VO\.lr letter of December 23 concerninq Chile's 
participation in the Generalized System of Prefer~nces (GSP) 
program. 

As you are aware, the President has taken ~ction to suspend 
Chile indefinitely from the GSP program. The President's 
decision took effect 60 davs from DAcember 30, 1987. The 
basis for the President's decision was the legislation 
authorizing our GSP program. Our law requires the President 
to rP-rnove or suspend beneficiary devolopinq countries that 
"have not or are not taking steps" to provide workers 
internationally recognized worker rights. 

The President acted after we had reviewed the workPr rights 
situation in Chile for over two and one-half years. The 
r~view incoroorated numerous cor.unents fron the nriva~e SP.ctor , 
labor unions ;ind human right~ qroups ~~ well .:?s input from our 
Embrlss y in .S ;rntiacro . In adei ti on, we consulted with thP­
Governrnent 0f Chile on numerous occasions. 

In November 1986 , th~ GovPrnmPnt of Chile spP.cifiP.d to us 
il.Ctions it )l~nned to tu.kP. to improve worker ricrht.~. The 
stAU$ chnnen concern~d rul~s aover~ina coll ectiv~ h~rg~inir~ , 
riqhts of striki~g workers and lc.bnr r.on~ederntions. After 
~ore than a year , the Govern~ent of Chile hnd still not 
iMplo~ented the indicated changes. Throuqhout the process, 
the U.S. in<l ic~ted that the i3sue was not wh~ther n particular 
packaqe was implemented, but rather the reouirement of U.S. 
L:n., thnt Chile b~ "takinq stens" ~o imnrov~ worke r riqhts. 

You raised a number of points in ~,nur lf>tter which w~re all 
very carefully ~onsiderPd during the coursA of this rAViAw. 
But I want to reinforce the b~sic premise of the President's 
decision, which was that our law includes the rP-quirement that 
benefi~iary countries be making progress to irnprovP- the rightn 
of their workPrs. In this cas~, the President could not 
r.red .ibl :: rAtermine that Chil e was "takinq stepf1 11 to improve 
the riqhts 0f workers. 'T'herefore, he wri£ r(-'m1irP-d to sU3PP.n<l 
0r remov~ Chil f rom the GSP proarnm.
