stant credibility the rattled administration sorely 
needs. One name after the other floated to the 
surface, but in the end President Reagan got the 
best of the lot. He is very, very lucky. 
· For connoisseurs of political irony, the Baker 

selection is a choice event indeed. As Senate mi­
nority leader in the Carter era, the Tennessee Re­
publican became a target for Reaganites after he 
threw his vital supJX>rt to the Panama Canal Trea­
t)'. Mr. Reagan, then a longshot presidential pros­
pect, launched a campaign against the Panama 
"$iveaway" that opened reservoirs of rightwing 
1!10ney to him. The whole affair killed Mr. Baker's 
chances fot the presidency and helped propel Mr. 
~eagan into the White House. Once in office, he 
discovered that the existence of the treaty perhaps . 
saved him from a Latin · American · crisis that 
would have made the much-trumpeted Nicara­
guan threat look like peanuts. 
: The chaos in the White House described in the 

Tower Commission report and directly ascribed to 
the current chief of staff, Donald T. Regan, was 
starkly underlined in the scramble to find his suc­
cessor. Though the critical findings of the panel 
had been anticipated, their disclosure found Presi­
dent Reagan still searchfng for a top aide and a 
game plan to rehabilitate his administration. 

When a president is on a roll, as was Mr. 
Reagan in his first six years, power gravitates to 
1600 Pennsylvania Avenue. Members of his team 
take on an aura of success that feeds success. 
Washington is a fickle town, however. And once it 
glimpses a president in decline, it mercilessly 

. looks for weaknesses to exploit. 
For this reason, Mr. Reagan is now at the most 

critical passage of his presidency. Nothing can 
stop congressional and judicial investigations of 
the manifest irregularities in the covert sale of 
'arms to Iran and the diversion of public funds to 
help the contra rebels.Nothing will prevent politi- ·. 
clans from maneuvering to use this crisis to per­
sonal advantage. Yet the government must contin­
ue to function, at home and abroad. 

This is why the selection of a chief of staff as 
experienced, respected, moderate and sound in 
judgment as Howard Baker is a tonic not only for 
the president but for the country. At great person­
al sacrifice the Tennessean is taking on a burden 
some of Mr. Reagan's supJX>sed friends declined. If 
his performance can rescue an administration 
threatened with failure and disgrace, it may even 
give a new lift to a Baker bid for the presidency 
that had seemed moribund. That would be a JX>litl­
cal turnaround for the record books. Since it can 
be argued that Senator Baker "made" Mr. Reagan ·) 
president, it would complete the circle if the com- 1 
pliment were returned. - ·l

, Baker will bring 1:o the White House post attributes the president 
hi,diy needs to repair the damage inflicted by the scandal over the 
arms sales to Ira~ and funds diversion to Nicaraguan Contra 
rebels. A veteran senator from Tennessee and Senate Republican 
leader from 1977 until he retired in 1984, Baker has a knowledge of 
politics and Congress that Regan did not. 

Baker is widely liked and respected by Democrats and Republi­
cans alike. He should be a valuable asset to the White House in its 
rE!lations with Capitol Hill. And as a member of the Senate commit­
tee that investigated the Watergate scandal in the Nixon adminis­
tration, he has a special appreciation of the problems facing an 
embattled presidency. 

When he accepted his new job, the 61-year-old Tennessean gave 
up plans to seek the Republican presidential nomination in 1988. 
Though he had not announced, he left the Senate to devote more 
tinie to preparing his campaign.
