On Friday, December 18 you are scheduled to meet with auto industry leaders 
to discuss the problems of the industry. This memo summarizes the industry's 
current situation, the principal concerns of industry management and labor, 
and tne major proposals that they have recently put forward to help remedy 
tne industry's problems. It is intended solely to acquaint you with 
industry's point of view. 

INDUSTRY'S CURRENT SITlATION 

Domestic new car sales have declined for three years in a row. For 1981 they 
will be 8.6 million units, down 23 percent from 1978, the last peak sales 
year. Of the total, 6.3 million will be domestic-made cars and 2.3 million 
will be imports. Of all the imports 1.8 million will be from Japan. During 
1981 imports will account for about 27 percent of all passenger car sales. 
In 1978 the figure was 18 percent. 

Domestic truck sales have also declined for three years in a row. For 1981 
they will be 2.3 million units, down 44 percent from the 1978 peak. Of the 
total, about 1.8 million will be domestic made and .5 million will be 
imports. Practically all truck imports come from Japan. 

Domestic production in 1981 of cars will be 6.3 million units. Not since 
1961 have domestic companies made so few cars. Domestic production in 1981 
of trucks will be 1.7 million units, a slight gain over 1980 but still less 
than in any other year since 1967. 

Despite repeated production cutbacks, dealers' inventories of new domestic 
made cars climbed to an 83 days supply on December 1, a new high for that 
date and far above the norm of 50-60 days supply. 

As of the week of Decemoer 7, indefinite layoffs of auto production workers 
stood at 211,000. The recent peak for this figure was in August 1980, when 
indefinite layoffs reached 250,000. As a rule of thumb, unemployment in the 
auto supplier industry runs about 50 percent more than that for the auto 
manufacturers. 

Including fringe benefits, average earnings of production workers at the 
major auto companies, other than Chrysler, are now around $19 per hour. 
Excluding fringes, auto workers' earnings per hour are 35 percent above the 
level for all manufacturing workers. 

Combined, the domestic auto companies last madte a prof it in 1979. In 1980 
they had a loss of $4.2 billion. Estimates of their combined loss for all of 
1981 run oetween $1.4 and $2.0 billion. 
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Lasses plus large investment outlays have seriously eroded the financial 
strength of the auto companies. At yearend 1978 their combined working 
capital was $13 billion; by the end of the third quarter of 1981 it was down 
to $300 million. 

Multiple reasons account for the problems of the industry. The current 
economic downturn is depressing auto sales. International competition has 
become more intense. COmestic companies are not cost competitive with 
Japanese producers, and many American consumers believe imports offer more 
quality. The industry has been over-regulated. Beyond these factors the 
long-run growth in demand for autos is also slowing down. The slowdown 
results from a decline in the growth rate of the driving age population, 
sluggish growth in consumers' purchasing power, and the rapid increase in the 
costs of owning and operating a car. 

Economic recovery will correct a number of these problems. There is a large 
pent-up demand for cars. Total car sales are expected to increase by 6 
percent in 1982 and even more in 1983 and 1984. Still, there is some 
question whether sales over the next several years will return to levels 
consistent with sustained profitability. 

CRITICAL ISSUES FROM INDU3TRY roINT OF VIEW 

International competition. The industry is concerned about the Japanese auto 
export restraint program, whether the Japanese will honor their commitments 
under the program, whether the Japanese will try to manipulate the program to 
push up their exports to the lhited States, and whether the program will give 
the industry adequate relief. 

u.s. auto parts manufacturers are concerned that the Japanese, despite 
promises and U.S. government efforts, have not significantly opened up their 
home market to U.S. exports of auto parts and have not purchased substantial 
quantities of auto parts from U.S. manufacturers for use in servicing 
Japanese cars sold in the lhited States. 

u.s. auto manufacturers maintain that they operate at a tax disadvantage 
relative to Japanese producers, and more broadly, at a general competitive 
disadvantage relative to the Japanese because of the pervasive support 
provided industry by the Japanese government and its tradition of restricting 
imports of maufactured goods. 

The industry is concerned that any reduction in the present 25 percent duty 
on imported light trucks could jeopardize their recent substantial investment 
in light truck manufacturing capacity. 

The UA.W is concerned about Mexican Government requirements that have the 
effect of expanding Mexican auto component exports to the ltlited States. 

Industry labor believes the general solution lies in enacting local content 
legislation, which, for example, might require that all cars and trucks sold 
in the lhited States contain 75 percent North American content. 
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Regulatory relief. In this area the industry's top priority is the rollback 
of auto emission standards. The industry wants proposed changes in the Clean 
Air Act to be enacted as quickly as possible so that the industry can plan 
for its 1983 model year cars. Also, the industry wants an easing of bumper 
standards. This is now under review by NHI'SA. While the auto manufacturers 
want a lower standard, the auto insurance companies want the current 
standard. The industry further wants a number of other technical regulatory 
changes, but many of these are now being implemented by the regulatory 
agencies under your April 6 program for the auto industry. 

Economic policy. The industry argues that high interest rates are severely 
hurting sales. Some industry leaders have been calling for an easing of 
monetary policy to bring down interest rates. Some, but not all, industry 
management and labor are calling for some type of Federal credit allocation. 

Wages. Management argues that the U.S. auto workers will have to reduce wage 
demands, citing recent studies showing that Japanese auto worker wages are 
from $7.80 to $8.60 per hour lower than those in the t.hited States. Chrysler 
workers have accepted a freeze on wages and changes in work rules. The 
industry's labor contract expires September 1982. This week the UAW voted to 
permit its locals to reopen the current contract and begin early bargaining, 
a move said to be directed at aiding American Motors and International 
Harvester. Some accorrnnodation on wages will be essential for the industry to 
regain international competitiveness. 

Worker Assistance. Industry labor is concerned about cutbacks in trade 
adjustment assistance benefits for unemployed auto workers. It would like to 
see more liberal unemployment compensation benefits and more funding for 
retraining and relocation programs. 

INDlETRY'S PROfOSED SOLurIONS 

Among the auto companies, managements have not so far been in total accord 
about what should be done. (Note: on the management side preparation for 
the Friday meeting is being coordinated by the Motor Vehicles Manufacturers 
Association. Industry managenent may speak with a more corrnnon voice than it 
has in the past.) various proposals that have been advocated by one or 
another of the companies or by the U\W include: 

Steps to stimulate domestic car sales: 

o authorize an income tax credit for individuals who purchase a new 
car, provided the car contains some specified proportion of North 
American local content. 

o impose a tax or surcharge on gasoline or imported oil to induce 
consumers to turn in older fuel inefficient cars. 

o adopt a less restrictive monetary policy to bring do~~ auto 
financing interest rates. 
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Steps to restrict imports: 

o pressure the Japanese to tighten up their auto export restraint 
program. 

o enact North American local content legislation. 

o impose countervailing duties on Japanese imports to offset Japanese 
cost advantages attributable to Japanese government policy. 

o impose quotas on imports, for example, some variation on Senator 
Danforth's earlier bill to set the annual limit at 1.2 million 
imports. 

o maintain 25 percent duty on light truck imports. 

Steps to accelerate regulatory reform: 

o enact amendments to the Clean Air Act to roll back emission 
standards without waiting for total reauthorization of the Clean Air 
Act. 

o accelerate NHTSA's review and decision on bumper standards. 

Steps to improve cost competitiveness: 

o In this area, management may look for some sort of signal from the 
Administration that it will be supportive of management's intent to 
press for wage accommodations from the UAW. Labor may press for 
some sort of expression of support for a tripartite (business/ 
labor/government) approach to solving the industry's problems or an 
indication that the Administration expects concessions on both sides.

SUBJECT: Meeting with Auto Industry Leaders 

On Friday , cecember 18 you are scheduled to meet with auto industry leaders 
to aiscuss tne problems of the industry. This memo SW11IT1arizes the industry's 
current situation, the principal concerns of industry management and labor, 
and tne major proposals that they have recently put forward to help remedy 
tne industry's problems. It is intended solely to acquaint you with 
industry's point of view. 

frJDUSTR.Y 1 S CURRENT SITUATION 

Domestic new car sales have declined for three years in a row. For 1981 they 
will be 8.6 million units, down 23 percent from 1978, the last peak sales 
year . Of the total, 6.3 million will be domestic-made cars and 2.3 million 
will c-.e imports. Of all the imports 1.8 million will be from Japan. During 
1981 imports will account for aoout 27 percent of all passenger car sales. 
In 1978 tne figure was 18 percent. 

Domestic truck sales have also declined for three years in a row. For 1981 
tney will ~'e 2.3 million units, down 44 percent from the 1978 peak . Of the 
total, acout 1.8 million will be domestic made and .5 million will be 
i mports . Practically all truck imports come from Japan. 

Domestic production in 1981 of cars will be 6.3 million units. Not since 
1961 nave domestic companies made so few cars. Domestic production in 1981 
of trucks will be l. 7 million units, a slight gain over 1980 but still less 
than in any other year since 1967. 

cespite repeated production cutbacKs, aealers ' inventories of new domestic 
made cars climoed to an 83 days supply on December l, a new high for that 
date and far abOve the norm of 50-60 days supply. 

As of tne week of Decemoer 7, indefinite layoffs of auto production workers 
stood at 211,000. The recent peak for this figure was in August 1980, when 
indefinite layoffs reached 250,000. As a rule of thumb, unemployment in the 
auto supplier industry runs about 50 percent more tnan t l1at for the auto 
manufacturers. 

Including fringe benefits , average earnings of production workers at the 
maJor auto companies, otner t.'lan Chrysler, are now around $19 per hour . 
Excluding fringes, auto workers' earnings per hour are 35 percent above the 
level for all manufacturing workers . 

Combined, tne domestic auto companies last mal<e a prof it in 1979. In 1980 
tney nad a loss of $4.2 billion. Estimates of their combined l oss for all of 
1981 run between $1.4 and $2.0 billion. 
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LOsses plus large investment outlays have seriously eroded the financial 
strength of the auto companies. At yearend 1978 their combined working 
capital v-'as $13 billion; by the end of the third quarter of 1981 it was dovm 
to $300 million. 

Multiple reasons account for tne problems of the industry . The current 
economic downturn is depressing auto sales. International competition has 
become more intense. CDmestic companies are not cost competitive with 
Japanese producers, and many American consumers believe imports offer more 
gual1ty. The industry has been over-regulated. Beyond these factors the 
long-run growtn in demand for autos is also slowing down. The slowdown 
results from a decline in tne growth rate of the driving age population, 
sluggish growth in cons1.uners' purchasing power, and the rapid increase in the 
costs of ov-~ing and operating a car. 

Economic recovery will correct a number of these problems. There is a large 
pent-up demand for cars. Total car sales are expected to increase by 6 
percent in 1982 and even more in 1983 and 1984 . Still, there is some 
question whether sales over the next several years wil l return to levels 
consistent witn sustained profitability . 

CRITICAL ISSUES FROM INDUSTRY EDINT OF VIEW 

International competition. Th~ industry is concerned about the Japanese auto 
export restraint program, whether the Japanese will honor their commitments 
under tne program, whether the Japanese will try to manipulate the program to 
push up their exports to the lhited States, and whether th8 progra~ will give 
tne industry adequate relief. 

U. S. auto part s manufacturers are concerned that the Japanese, despite 
promises and U.S. government efforts, have not significantly opened up their 
home market to U.S . exports of auto parts and nave not purchased substantial 
quantities of auto parts from U.S. manufacturers for use in servicing 
Japanese cars sold in the Olited States. 

U.S. auto manufacturers maintain that they operate at a tax disadvantage 
relative to Japanese producers , and more broadly , at a general competitive 
disadvantage relative to the Ja~anese because of the pervasive support 
provicied industry by the Japanese government and its tradition of restricting 
imports of maufactured goods . 

Tne industry i::: concerned that any reduction in the present 25 percent duty 
on imported light trucks could jeopardize their recent substantial invest'l!ent 
in lignt truck manufactur i ng capacity. 

The DAW is concerned about Mexican Government requirements that have th8 
effect of expanding Mexican auto component ex>2orts to t he U1 i ted States . 

Industry labor believes t he general solution lies in enacting l ocal content 
legislation, which, for example , might require that all ca rs and trucks sold 
in tne united States contain 75 percent North A~erican content. 
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Regulatory relief; In this area the industry's top priority is the rollback 
of auto emission standards. The industry wants proposed changes in the Clean 
Air Act to oe enacted as quickly as possible so that the industry can plan 
for its 1983 model year cars. Also, the industry wants an easing of b1..unper 
standards. This is now under review by NHI'SA. While the auto manufacturers 
want a lo'~er standard, the auto insurance companies want the current 
standard. The industry further wants a number of other tec:hnical regulatory 
changes, · ut many of these are now being i mplemented by the regulatory 
agencies · nder your April 6 program for the auto industry. 

Economic bolicy. The industry argues that high interest rates are severely 
hurting sales. Some industry leaders have been calling for an easing of 
monetary policy to bring do~~ interest rates. Some, but not all, industry 
management and labOr are calling for some type of Federal credit allocation. 

Wages. JVlanagement argues that the U.S. auto workers will have to reduce wage 
demands, citing recent studies showing that Japanese auto worker wages are 
from $7. 80 to $8. 60 per hour lower than tnose in the ll1ited States. Chrysler 
workers nave accepted a freeze on wages and changes in work rules. The 
industry's labOr contract expires September 1982. This week the UAW voted to 
permit its locals to reopen the current contract and begin early bargaining, 
a move said to be directed at aiding Americ:an Motors and International 
Harvester. Some accommodation on wages will be essential for the industry to 
regain international competitiveness. 

Worker Assistance. Industry labOr is concerned about cutbacks in trade 
adjustment assistance benefits for unemployed auto workers. It would like to 
see more lioeral unemployment c:ompensation benefits and more funding for 
retraining and relocation programs. 

I NDUSTRY 'S PROFOSED SOLUI'IONS 

Among the auto companies, managements have not so far been in total accord 
aL--out wt1at snould be done. (Note: on the management side preparation for 
the Friday meeting is being c:oordinated by the Motor Vehicles Manufacturers 
Association. Industry management may spea k with a more common voice than it 
nas in tne past.) various proposals that have been advocated by one or 
anotner of t ne companies or by the UAW- include : 

Steps to stimulate domestic car sales: 

o authorize an inc:ome tax credit for individuals who purc:hase a new 
c:ar, provided the car c:ontains some spec:ified proportion of North 
At~erican local content. 

o impose a tax or surcharge on gasoline or i mported oil to induce 
c:onsumers to turn in older fuel ineffic:ient cars. 

o adopt a less r estr ic:tive monetary policy to bring do~~ auto 
financ:ing interest rates. 
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Steps to restrict imports: 

o pressure the Japanese to tighten up tneir auto export restraint 
program. 

o enact North American local content legislation. 

o impose countervailing duties on Japanese imports to offset Japanese 
cost advantages attributable to Japanese government policy. 

o impose quotas on imports, for example, some variation on Senator 
Danforth's earlier bill to set the annual limit at 1.2 million 
imports. 

o maintain 25 percent duty on light truck imports. 

Steps to accelerate regulatory reform: 

o enact amendments to tne Clean Air Act to roll back emission 
standards without waiting for total reauthorization of the Clean ll .. ir 
Act. 

o accelerate NHTSA's review and decision on bumper standards. 

Steps to ~nprove cost competitiveness: 

o In this area, management may look for some sort of signal from the 
Administration tl1at it will be supportive of management's intent t o 
press for wage accommodations from the UAW . Labor may press for 
some sort of expression of support for a tripartite (business/ 
laoor/government) approach to solving the industry's problems or an 
indication that the Administration expects concessions on both sides.
